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What	does	it	mean	to	humble	yourself	to	god

Recently	I	came	across	this	quote	from	Charles	Spurgeon:	Every	Christian	has	a	choice	between	being	humble	or	being	humiliated.	Although	I	have	never	seen	it	before,	I	think	it	expresses	a	basic	biblical	principle:	“God	opposes	pride,	but	gives	grace	to	the	humble”	(James	4:6).	When	we	are	proud,	God	opposes	us;	becomes	our	opponent.	You	may
think	you	can	successfully	oppose	God.	You	may	also	deny	his	existence.	But	in	reality,	your	arms	are	too	short	to	lock	God.	You'll	lose	every	game.	The	tragic	irony	of	that	fact	is	this:	hearing	it	makes	only	some	still	angrier	to	God,	or	more	persistent	in	their	denial	of	him.	However,	God	makes	a	promise	to	those	who	humiliate	themselves:	Lock	all	of
you,	with	humility,	towards	each	other,	because	“God	opposes	pride,	but	gives	grace	to	the	humble”.	So	be	humbled,	under	the	mighty	hand	of	God,	so	that	at	the	right	moment	you	may	rise	up,	throwing	upon	him	all	your	anxieties,	for	he	takes	care	of	you	(1	Peter	5:5-7).	If	we	humble	ourselves,	God	will	exalt	us	in	due	time.	However,	the	opposite	is
also	true.	If	we	assume	the	role	of	God	and	exalt	us,	then	He	will	assume	our	role	and	humble	us.	In	fact,	the	Bible	contains	several	examples	of	proud	men	to	be	humiliated.	One	of	the	most	dramatic	is	the	story	of	Nebuchadnezzar,	king	of	Babylon.	When	he	became	proud	of	the	kingdom	he	had	built	(in	spite	of	a	clear	warning	not	to	be),	God	humbled
him.	For	a	while,	as	a	direct	result	of	his	arrogance,	he	lived	with	the	beasts	of	the	field	and	ate	grass	as	an	ox.	You	can	read	the	full	account	in	Daniel	4.	But	there	is	another	story,	both	fascinating	and	beautiful,	found	at	the	other	end	of	the	spectrum.	A	man	without	pride	of	himself	has	undergone	deep	humiliation	to	put	unworthy	sinners	like	us	free
from	our	slavery	to	pride	and	unbelief.	Have	this	mind	among	you,	which	is	yours	in	Christ	Jesus,He	was	in	the	form	of	God,	not	counting	equality	with	God	something	to	grasp,	but	nothing	was	done,	assuming	the	form	of	a	servant,	being	born	in	the	likeness	of	men.	And	being	found	in	human	form,	he	humbled	himself	becoming	obedient	to	the	point
of	death,	even	death	on	a	cross.	Therefore	God	has	exalted	him	and	gave	him	the	name	that	is	above	every	name,	because	at	the	name	of	Jesus	every	knee	bows,	in	heaven,	on	earth	and	under	the	earth,	and	every	tongue	confesses	that	Jesus	Christ	is	Lord,	to	the	glory	of	God	the	Father	(Philippians	2:5-11).	There	is	no	greater	example	of	humility	than
this.	Jesus,	who	has	not	sinned,	hath	willingly	sacrificed	his	life	to	save	us	from	our	sins.	If	true	humility	is	found	in	any	human	heart,	you	can	be	sure	that	it	is	a	product	of	knowing	Christ	and	becoming	like	him.	Every	Christian	has	a	choice	between	being	humble	or	being	humiliated.
