The	magazine	had	advertised	the	safe	as	a	“burglar	deterrent”.[2]	Redman	won	the	jury	verdict	in	district	court,	but	the	case	was	appealed.	The	United	States	Court	of	Appeals	for	the	Fourth	Circuit	reversed	the	decision,	holding	that	Redman	failed	to	present
evidence	demonstrating	that	the	safe	violated	industry	standards,	government	standards,	or	reasonable	consumer	expectations.
