There’s	seemingly	not	a	chapter	of	American	history	that	Hollywood	can’t	turn	into	feel-good,	audience-pleasing	schmaltz	—	and	if	that’s	going	to	be	the	norm,	then	let	there	be	equal-opportunity	schmaltz.	“Hidden	Figures,”	to	its	credit,	does	this	sort	of	thing	well,	and	it	does	it	on	behalf	of	black	women	who	are	really
good	at	math.	In	telling	the	story	of	three	mathematicians	whose	beautiful	minds	were	integral	to	getting	NASA	astronauts	into	space	and	back	down	again,	the	movie	not	only	stirringly	celebrates	intelligent	women	of	color	(and	the	very	idea	of	science	itself),	but	it	also	offers	a	more	realistic-seeming	portrayal	of	racism	than	we	generally	get	in
American	movies.	When	a	film	portrays	a	1960s	racist	as	foaming	at	the	mouth,	it	allows	21st	century	white	audiences	to	sit	back	and	think,	“I	would	never	be	like	that	guy.	I	would	have	been	friendly	and	enlightened.”	“Hidden	Figures”	shows	white	people	who	function	in	a	racist	system,	so	much	so	that	they	don’t	even	think	about	issues	like
segregation	and	employment	barriers;	in	a	world	where	inequality	is	hard-wired	into	everything,	being	racist	can	be	as	simple	as	not	asking	questions	and	just	going	with	the	flow.	At	Langley	in	1961,	Katherine	Johnson	(Taraji	P.	Henson),	Mary	Jackson	(Janelle	Monáe)	and	Dorothy	Vaughan	(Octavia	Spencer)	work	as	“computers”	for	NASA,
calculating	by	hand	the	intricate	geometry	and	engineering	required	to	launch	the	first	manned	space	missions.	(In	a	flashback,	we	see	young	Katherine	tackling	blackboard	problems	that	confound	students	twice	her	age.)	Dorothy	does	the	work	of	a	supervisor	over	the	computers’	department	—	without	the	title	or	pay	raise,	of	course.	She	and	her
colleagues	report	to	Mrs.	Mitchell	(Kirsten	Dunst),	who	hides	her	disdain	behind	a	brittle	layer	of	Southern	charm.	When	Katherine	is	sent	to	perform	calculations	for	department	head	Al	Harrison	(Kevin	Costner),	Mrs.	Mitchell	tells	her,	“They’ve	never	had	a	colored	in	here	before,	Katherine;	don’t	embarrass	me.”	Katherine	excels	at	her	work,	despite
having	to	deal	with	redacted	figures	(women	weren’t	given	security	clearance),	co-workers	who	put	in	a	segregated	coffee	pot,	and	a	“colored”	ladies	room	that’s	on	the	other	side	of	the	Langley	campus,	half	a	mile	away.	(And	you	thought	“backwards	and	in	heels”	was	a	challenge.)	Mary,	meanwhile,	jumps	through	legal	hurdles	to	attend	the
segregated	Virginia	school	that	provides	the	necessary	training	to	become	an	engineer,	while	Dorothy	realizes	that	the	giant	IBM	machine	is	about	to	put	the	human	computers	out	of	a	job,	which	inspires	her	to	learn	how	to	use	the	room-size	electronic	brain	that	intimidates	even	the	NASA	scientists.	“Hidden	Figures”	isn’t	just	an	oppression
narrative,	however;	it’s	a	movie	about	people	who	are	good	at	their	jobs,	and	how	their	slow,	difficult	rise	runs	parallel	with	the	space	program’s	growing	pains,	as	Russian	satellites	start	orbiting	the	earth.	The	film	even	finds	time	for	widowed	Katherine	to	be	courted	by	a	handsome	National	Guard	officer	(Mahershala	Ali).	Ali’s	charisma	is
electrifying,	but	the	movie	belongs	to	Henson,	Spencer	and	Monáe.	They	create	vivid,	funny,	rich	personalities,	even	as	you	can	tell	how	much	co-writers	Theodore	Melfi	(who	also	directed)	and	Allison	Schroeder,	adapting	the	non-fiction	book	of	the	same	name	by	Margot	Lee	Shetterly,	are	streamlining	complicated	events	and	interpersonal
relationships.	Dunst	and	Jim	Parsons	(as	a	chief	engineer)	portray	a	tight-lipped	superiority	that’s	never	overplayed.	Dunst’s	one	moment	of	grudging	respect	for	Dorothy	plays	all	the	better	for	its	restraint,	and	Costner	adds	another	captivating	1960s	white-shirt-black-tie	guy	to	his	filmography.	(File	this	one	with	“Thirteen	Days”	and	“JFK.”)	The
period	details	feel	true	and	lived-in,	with	the	exception	of	the	cars;	the	parking	lot	at	NASA	looks	like	a	gleaming	vintage	auto	show,	all	fins	and	no	dents	or	mud.	(Also,	where	the	heck	are	the	slide	rules?	They	would	have	been	essential	tools	of	the	trade	for	early-’60s	NASA	math	types.	Did	the	filmmakers	think	modern	audiences	wouldn’t	know	what
they	were?)	The	songs	by	Pharrell	Williams	—	contemporary	compositions	designed	to	sound	like	period	ones	—	add	some	sprightliness	and	heft	to	the	proceedings,	and	they	mesh	well	with	Hans	Zimmer	and	Benjamin	Wallfisch’s	understated	score.	“Hidden	Figures”	is	feel-good	history,	but	it	works,	and	it	works	on	behalf	of	heroes	from	a
cinematically	under-served	community.	These	smart,	accomplished	women	had	the	right	stuff,	and	so	does	this	movie.	Katherine	Johnson,	the	trailblazing	mathematician	who	inspired	the	2016	film	Hidden	Figures,	has	passed	away	at	101.	She	was	one	of	the	first	black	women	to	work	as	a	scientist	for	NASA.The	film	was	based	on	a	nonfiction	book	by
Margot	Lee	Shetterly	that	chronicled	the	lives	of	black	female	mathematicians	and	engineers	at	NASA	in	the	1950s	and	1960s,	when	the	United	States	was	racing	against	the	Soviet	Union	to	send	astronauts	into	space.	Johnson	calculated	flight	trajectories	for	various	missions,	including	Project	Mercury,	the	first	human	spaceflight	program	in	the
U.S.,	working	as	a	“human	computer”	at	Langley	in	a	segregated	unit	alongside	other	black	engineers,	including	Dorothy	Vaughan	(portrayed	by	Octavia	Spencer	onscreen)	and	Mary	Jackson	(Janelle	Monáe).Johnson	also	calculated	the	trajectories	for	Apollo	11	and	Space	Shuttle	missions.	She	worked	at	NASA	from	1953	to	1986,	and	was	awarded
the	Presidential	Medal	of	Freedom	by	Barack	Obama	in	2015.Taraji	P.	Henson,	who	played	Johnson	in	the	film,	shared	her	remembrance	of	the	mathematician	on	Instagram.	She	thanked	Johnson	for	“sharing	your	intelligence,	poise,	grace,	and	beauty	with	the	world,”	adding,	“I	will	forever	be	honored	to	have	been	a	part	of	bringing	your	story	to
life.”Spencer	also	posted,	saying,	“It	was	an	honor	to	be	a	part	of	telling	her	story	and	feeling	the	impact	that	her	legacy	has	had	on	future	women	in	STEM.”Hidden	Figures,	which	was	nominated	for	three	Oscars	and	two	Golden	Globes,	sparked	conversations	about	representation,	not	just	in	the	STEM	fields	but	also	in	Hollywood.	The	film	depicted
the	racism	and	sexism	black	women	working	at	NASA	faced,	whether	working	in	segregated	teams	or	being	reassigned	to	all-male	flight	research	teams. Who	needs	to	see	another	white	dude	grab	a	piece	of	chalk	and	start	writing	feverishly	on	a	blackboard?But	even	if	numbers	are	everywhere,	they	still	have	the	capacity	to	surprise	us.	Hidden	Figures,	both	a	dazzling	piece	of	entertainment	and	a	window	into	history,	bucks	the	trend
of	the	boring-math-guy	movie.	Its	characters	are	based	on	real-life	people,	a	trio	of	African	American	math	whizzes	who	also	happened	to	be	women,	and	who	were	employed	by	NASA	in	the	early	1960s	to	help	crunch	crucial	data	for	the	first	space	missions.	When	Al	Harrison	(Kevin	Costner),	the	harried	engineer	in	charge	of	NASA’s	groovily	named
Space	Task	Group,	asks	in	exasperation,	“We	don’t	have	a	single	person	in	this	entire	building	that	can	handle	analytic	geometry?”	the	unassuming	woman	who’s	sent	to	his	office	is	Katherine	Johnson	(Taraji	P.	Henson),	a	former	child	prodigy	who	has	found	work	at	Langley	Research	Center	as	a	“computer,”	the	term	given	to	women	skilled	at
running	calculations	on	an	adding	machine.	(And	because	this	is	pre-integration	Virginia	we’re	talking	about,	she’s	dispatched	from	a	room	designated	for	“Colored	Computers.”)Katherine	can	do	more	than	just	run	an	adding	machine,	as	she	quickly	proves.	Even	so,	the	obstacles	she	faces	are	almost	as	daunting	as	putting	a	man	into	space.	Jealous,
resentful	colleagues	(one	of	them	played	by	The	Big	Bang	Theory’s	Jim	Parsons)	try	to	undermine	her:	She’s	black	and	a	woman,	a	double	whammy	their	threatened	white	male	egos	just	can’t	handle.	When	she	tries	to	pour	coffee	from	the	office’s	communal	coffee	pot,	her	colleagues,	all	white	and	nearly	all	male,	shoot	knowing	glances	at	one	another
—and	the	next	day,	a	small,	separate-but-supposedly-equal	pot	appears	on	the	table,	specifically	for	her	use.	The	only	restroom	she’s	allowed	to	use	is	in	another	building,	a	half	mile	away.	She	brings	her	work	with	her	on	these	bathroom	breaks,	but	that	doesn’t	matter.	The	round	trip	takes	so	long	that	her	absence	raises	eyebrows.Meanwhile,	two	of
Katherine’s	friends	and	colleagues	at	Langley	steer	around	their	own	roadblocks:	Utra-capable	Dorothy	Vaughan	(Octavia	Spencer)	is	doing	the	work	of	a	manager,	though	her	covertly	racist	boss	(Kirsten	Dunst)	refuses	to	either	promote	her	or	pay	her	what	she’s	worth. It’s	something	else	to	bask	in	the	movie’s	spirit.	Directed	by	Theodore	Melfi	(St.	Vincent)	and	adapted	from	Margot	Lee	Shetterly’s
book	Hidden	Figures:	The	Untold	Story	of	the	African	American	Women	Who	Helped	Win	the	Space	Race,	the	picture	is	buoyant	and	alert	every	minute. “Hidden	Figures”	is	crowd	pleasing	to	the	core	and	guilty	of	those	cinematic	sins.But	here,	they’re	minor.	This	period	drama	set	during	the	space	race	peels	back	the	curtain	on	a	shameful	corner	of	racial	inequality	and	pays	respect	to	a	small	group	of	people	who	didn’t	get	it	at	the	time:	the	black	female	“human	computers”	at	NASA	whose	brilliance
helped	launch	America	into	space.If	you	believe	women	of	color	are	capable	of	genius	and	deserving	of	respect,	you	will	be	suitably	outraged	when	their	white	colleagues	deny	them	with	a	sneer,	and	will	cheer	when	they	triumph	over	their	setbacks.	It’s	the	kind	of	squeaky-clean	movie	you	can	expect	to	be	shown	in	American	classrooms	during
history	lessons	on	the	Civil	Rights	Movement.Those	broad	emotional	high	notes	and	historical	recreations	take	up	so	much	space,	there’s	little	room	left	to	explore	the	main	characters’	interior	lives	away	from	the	chalkboard.	But	when	executed	with	love	and	peopled	with	actors	who	breathe	life	into	their	characters,	a	“Hidden	Figures”	is	precisely
the	delight	it	aims	to	be.That’s	thanks	to	its	three	core	performances.	Taraji	P.	Henson,	Octavia	Spencer	and	Janelle	Monáe	play	a	trio	of	unlikely	mathematicians	who	work	at	NASA	in	the	early	’60s.	Katherine	Johnson	(Henson),	a	widowed	mother	and	especial	mathematical	genius,	is	hand-plucked	from	the	west	computer	room	(where	segregated
black	women	do	NASA’s	grunt	work)	to	join	the	Space	Task	Group,	charged	with	sending	John	Glenn	into	orbit	and	getting	him	back	down	safely.	An	ideally	cast	Kevin	Costner	plays	the	head	of	the	program,	and	he	nails	the	no-nonsense,	can-do,	buzz-cut	work	ethic	of	the	era.Dorothy	Vaughan	(Spencer)	does	the	work	of	a	supervisor	in	the	colored
wing	without	the	title,	pay	or	respect.	With	the	arrival	of	NASA’s	first	IBM	computer,	Dorothy	foresees	the	obsolescence	of	the	human	computers	–	unless	she	can	find	a	new	way	to	make	herself	and	her	crew	indispensable.And	Mary	Jackson	(a	spirited	Monáe)	is	the	spitfire	of	the	trio,	the	youngest	and	least	patient.	She	has	the	talent	to	become	an
engineer,	but	without	taking	a	handful	of	whites-only	night	classes	at	a	local	college,	she’s	trapped	doing	less	invigorating	work.Katherine	is	the	film’s	heart,	which	it	wears	on	its	sleeve	unabashed.	She’s	the	only	person	of	color	on	the	Space	Task	Force,	and	suffers	daily	indignities	great	and	small,	largely	at	the	hands	of	a	coworker	played	with
withering	disgust	by	Jim	Parsons.	In	a	room	fueled	by	caffeine,	she’s	forced	to	make	her	own	separate	coffee	in	a	pot	labeled	for	colored	people.	She	has	to	walk	a	half-mile	–	always	in	heels,	sometimes	in	the	rain	–	just	to	use	the	bathroom	in	the	colored	wing.	And	whenever	she	speaks,	everyone	looks	at	her	like	she’s	a	dog	who’s	just	started	reciting
Shakespeare.“Hidden	Figures”	has	giddy	fun	calling	out	and	subverting	racism,	whether	its	characters	are	charming	a	police	officer,	stealing	a	book	from	the	library	or	outwitting	a	judge.	Sometimes	they	speak	in	obvious	slogans:	“Civil	rights	ain’t	always	civil!”	And	it	packs	too	much	in	too	small	a	space,	tackling	the	space	race,	sexism,	civil	rights
and	segregation;	though	those	elements	work	in	harmony,	they’re	all	fighting	for	time.Johnson	turned	98	last	year,	the	same	year	that	the	new	Katherine	G.	Johnson	Computational	Research	facility	at	Langley	Research	Center	was	formally	dedicated.	In	2015,	she	was	awarded	the	Presidential	Medal	of	Freedom.	Every	honor	is	deserved,	and	they	all
came	shamefully	late.
