Hey Guys,Probably a REALLY stupid question but...I have a large coinjar that is nearly full (and freekin heavy). It probably has a few hundred dollars worth of silver and gold coins in it.I want to deposit it into my bank, but am not sure
how one goes about this. Surely I dont count them all and deposit it like normal (as the person at the bank would need to count them too). I would assume there is a coin counting machine, but I have never seen one at a bank before.I am with Westpac and in Melbourne, do any Melbourne brances have a coin counter? You need to get some little coin
baggies, count your coins into the bags, and then they will weigh the bags at the bank to confirm the right amount is in each bag. Depends on the bank you're with... I have an account with one of the majors and they have a counting machine where you throw in the coins, the machine counts them, you take a receipt to the teller and he/she deposits
them for you. It costs nothing for customers with an account but 10% for people without an account. Some banks (claim they) don't have a counting machine, whereas some will do it for you. some branches have coin counting machines- dump your coins in, it prints a receipt which u take to teller to deposit. webber555 writes...some branches have
coin counting machines- dump your coins in, it prints a receipt which u take to teller to deposit.Interesting, never encountered these, and I have had to deposit bulk coin a lot in the past (used to be the guy that took the days takings to the bank). Least I know how much I had, ~$65 (and managed to swap $20 of gold coins with a friend to help pay for something).Then filled up
as much as I could into the bags, then went around the house and all our cars to get all the 5c and 10c coins (since we'd never be able to use them). Managed to get 4 bags of silver coins to the required minimum. shadowsfury writes...Or some NZ coins.Cheaper than lead...Comm Bank has one here. Always wanted to use it, but since I'm not with the
CBA, they charge you $10 for having it transferred to your account.Considering the biggest pile of change I had was only about $70, not worth it. I know that CBA in St Albans has a coin counting machine. I'm with Westpac so when I need to change the coins, I just give it all to my girlfriend (as she's with CBA) which she cashes into her account. Then
I just get her to pay for dinner next time.I remember back in my younger days at tuition there was a vending machine in the hall. What I'd do it bring my stack of silvers, put them in and then press the refund to get 50 cent pieces. Maybe give that a shot if you have a spare couple of hours? do count them, before handing cash over, right?What I'm saying is, if you go in with a tin of mixed up coins, some places won't sort it out for you. They simply refuse. And they weigh the bags, not count them. Any discrepancy in weight and they will count the coins from that bag.They will give you a handful of coin bags and say, come back when you
fill the bags up. Each bag can only hold a certain amount of coins as the value of each type of coin is written on the outside of the bag. eg. (20 x $1 coins = $20.00), (25 x $2 coins = $50.00).And you can't have more coins in each bag over the amount indicated on the bag. So you can't have 30 x $2 coins in the one bag because you're only meant to
have 25.Any spare coins left over, some places (eg. Sydney Credit Union at Mascot) won't accept them. They simply say, come back when you have a full bag worth of that denomination. hoilst writes...Considering the biggest pile of change I had was only about $70, not worth it.I usually go in once a year with over $200.00 worth of coins in bags.
Really heavy though when you struggle with a backpack full of coins. ratman writes...No because they use very accurate scales to weigh it.Ha. Of course.. I get it now :p You get some coin bags from them and count it yourself. The bags are marked say "$10 dollars of 20 cent pieces, 10 cent or 50 cent pieces, $20 of one dollar coins or $50 of $2 coins"
Or you can get a smaller baggie that takes "$2 of 5c or $1 of 2c or $1 or 1c". You are not allowed to mix denominations.If you don't have enough coins of one denomination to fill the bag I guess you try to spend them or wait till you can fill the bag.The rules may be different at different banks. It's such a frustrating process. The cost of my own labour
doesnt seem worth the effort of bagging them etc.I've solved it by using a smaller coin jar, and taking to work.I use the coins for quick lunches (when I'm eating alone) vending machine purchases, and office charity/donation stuff.Go through them pretty quickly. The cost of my own labour doesnt seem worth the effort of bagging
them etc.It is not very labour intensive, you stack them in pile of 10 or 20, and you just match the height. Highly recommend counting and bagging them yourself, I do this often and last time they short changed me $10, had around $500 in coins, asked them to recheck as that was not the number I counted(I was pretty sure I would be wrong, I mean
hell they are a bank) and yes they counted wrong, that's shocking, wonder how many other mistakes can be made with your money. Just came back from NAB after dumping my coins.They just weighed my complete bags (according to what's printed on the bags themselves).I had 2 incomplete bags (10c and 5c) the lady weighed the 10c and counted
the 5¢c one. Came up exactly as I had counted it.I noticed of the 4 counters only she had the machine. Last time I went in I was given the bags to count them myself, with someone at a different counter. Maybe they were too lazy to ask for the machine :/ I remember a few years back 5 years + that me and my mum went into st george to deposit
money.We didnt count it at all as the rep said theres no need to.Anyways she took the huge piggy bank and opened it, she put it into a machine which counted all the coins. VERY VERY noisy.The outcome (example) $456.88, mum and i were wondering how did it come to .88c? Shouldnt it be to the nearest .05c?weird.... bc2288 writes...Anyways she
took the huge piggy bank and opened it, she put it into a machine which counted all the coins. VERY VERY noisy.Yep they have one of these at a st george near my place too, but out in the customer area bloody noisy, I had everyone in the branch giving me death stares while I was using it.Oh and it sucks that I'm honest too I ended up with about $150
of coins, but noticed later in the day when I withdrew money that I had a fair chunk more money in the account than I should, checked it out on online banking and the teller had put in $1500 instead of $150, called them and corrected them, so the balance went down again :( Hopefully it raised my karma value though :D At the end of the day I put it
the coins from my pocket into a jar that counts my coins for me! (However I often dip back into it which ruins the total).However, for years I have rocked up to either of my banks (Westpac or MyState) and they've always happily received them. most people don't know this. Anyway, some people actually want it, especially places like pizza hut, where the changes they make almost always involved 5c and 10c.Usually, when I go out, I will take 10x 20c, or 20x 10c/5c coins and try to use it.The last place I want to be is with 10kg of coins and queue up in the bank for an hours, I can't even
remember when is the last time I need to go in the bank. I've got a piggy bank the size of a soccer ball filling up and it's at the stage where my girlfriend can't lift it. I often think just how much money is in that thing. I'll be sure to head to a bank that has an automatic coin counter. I dont understand.Otherwise I could slip a lil piece of led in each bag?
FYI.A 5 cent coin weighs exactly half the weight of a 10 cent coin.A 10 cent coin weighs exactly half of a 20 cent coin(1 and 2 cent coins used to be the same)If you chuck a whole heap of mixed 5s 10s, and 20s on a scale you can tell the exact monetary value.When they are put into individual bags of $10.00 each they all weigh the same. (50 cents are a
slightly different weight)If you do chuck in 'a lump of lead' you would have to be very lucky if the weight was right as the scales are very sensitive. A foreign coin (being a slightly difffernent weight) or even a very 'dirty' coin in the bag will result in the teller opening the bag and checking the contents. I'm pretty sure that most BankWest branches have
coin counters in them, that are free for customers to use. Not sure about non-customers, though.It's quite handy when I dump the contents of Junior's piggy bank into his bank account every so often. The only hard part is having to schlep to BankWest... myace writes...As it is a cash deposit, they probably couldn't trace it anyway.Dunno. At the end of
the day that cashiers drawer would have been $1350 short. you'd do if you don't agree on the amount though, not sure if it separates your $$ from other peoples or anything, it did seem fairly sensitive though ie would reject non Australian coins or coins with decent damage (must change the weight). I am surprised no one mentioned this.I used to work in a petrol station, and people (the neighbours who come
in regularly) would use us (or me?) to convert coins to notes.Since I don't charge them for doing it, they are happy to stand at the far end of the counter, and stack them up into $1 stacks. When they are done, I just go and count each stack to make sure each stack is $1 worth of counts, then I give them notes from the till. They get the notes they want,
I get the change I need to run the store. Aaron S writes...I am surprised no one mentioned this.I did not exactly mentioned this, but similar,I said some store wants these changes like pizza huts where most of its changes to its customers are 5c or 10c.They get the notes they want, I get the change I need to run the store.Yes, I still recall when my dad
had a take away shop, I have to run to the bank every second day to gets bagfuls of changes.On a good days, $50 worth of coins is not enough to run the shop. I at 16, been into TAB next door to get changes a couple of time. Aaron S writes...I used to work in a petrol station, and people (the neighbours who come in regularly) would use us (or me?) to
convert coins to notes.How much coin is too much coin? Adrian writes...How much coin is too much coin?something like $2 worth of silver and/or $10 worth of gold.Cityrails thinks 11 coins is too much, which sometimes annoys me. Adrian writes...How much coin is too much coin?Depends on the staff, and whether you are changing at the beginning
or end of the shift. I have taken $20 worth of silvers.If you do it when the person starts, then the person does not have any money in the till, let alone notes to give you.If you do it when the personal is about to finish the shift, then you are just making that person count, so that's not very nice either.The most convenient time for me, when I was working
at a petrol station, was 8PM on a Saturday. People go out at around 7PM, so I would have cash in the till. You give me coins, I give you notes, then I would use all the coins you give me as change. All the change you give me would be gone before midnight, because everyone go to ATM to get $50 note before going out for the night, then they would
give me a $50 note to buy gums and smokes, so change go very fast on Saturday night. I am surprised this have not been mentioned, go to your local hotel or club that have pokies machine and ask them to transfer the money into bigger note. They have the coin counting machine and they will be happy to assist you. happybuddah writes...go to your
local hotel or club that have pokies machineNot all states have pokies in hotels or clubs. The coin counter machines are great. I wish all banks and branches had them. Last time I used it I had over $20 in 5 cent coins. milieux writes...Not all states have pokies in hotels or clubs.I am surprise, I always believe every town has a RSL club with poker
machines. When I used to have a big coin jar that filled up regularly I just used some digital kitchen scales and the following table to bag it up correctly.100 x $0.05 = $5 (~285g)100 x $0.10 = $10 (567-568g)50 x $0.20 = $10 (567-569g)20 x $0.50 = $10 (314-315¢)20 x $1.00 = $20 (182-183g)25 x $2.00 = $50 (165-166g)Saved having to spend ages
counting, just tip about the right amount into the bag and add/remove to get the weight right. Not sure how accurate the scales are but I never had a problem with a mismatch on deposit. Since it is done by weight, could we put in similar weighted coins from other countries and get the AUD notes from it? Adrian writes...Since it is done by weight,
could we put in similar weighted coins from other countries and get the AUD notes from it?You can probably fool them with some NZ coins, other is probably too obvious to pass visual test. I take my coin jar to the Commonwealth at Randwick, they have a machine that you pour the dosh into and it counts it and issues you with a credit note, I then
take it to the teller and she hands me the dosh back in "notes" or deposits it in my account. Banks
are actively trying to discourage coin deposits over the counter now most 'modern' bank shopfronts are getting so-called 'smart ATM' systems which can do coin deposits 24/7.Last time I had a few full coffee jars I took them to a Comm Bank branch and they were counted by the teller in their coin machine, then I got a receipt for something like $600
going into my account.I don't know what the modern smart ATM's with coin counting ability do when something goes wrong (like something jams), or a few coins that are bent/deformed get caught and are 'rejected'. Do you get those back or does the machine keep them? I just collect the coin bags from the bank, use a good quality digital scale at
home then head back to the bank.Very fast that way. The tellers are really supportive if I do it this way.Now I just have a few bags on the shelf and put the small coins into them straight away (5s and 10s in seperate bags) as it saves a lot of time.Can't go past good quality scales. Since I last visited the local Comm bank branch, they no longer have a
coin counting machine and you (the customer) have to manually sort and bag the coins then take the bags to the teller who uses a scale to weigh the bags to factor the monetary value. Not difficult but was a bit of shock with two big coffee jars full of coin to have to sort it and bag in the bank before they could weigh/accept/deposit it to the nominated
(CBA) account.There's no ATM to deposit coin into it's got to be done during branch business hours. Classic. I get the feeling we all have those coffee coin jars hanging around.Our local tellers love it when someone walks in with coins bagged and counted. I just carry a few spares in my pocket in case of dodgy counting. Page 2 O.P. Hey Guys,Probably
a REALLY stupid question but...I have a large coinjar that is nearly full (and freekin heavy).
