Also,	grout	pens	should	be	used	sparingly	as	they	don’t
last	very	long	after	application.	Grout	pens	are	tile	paint	markers	that	add	a	thin	waterproof	coating	layer	directly	above	the	existing	grout	lines	between	tiles.	They	come	in	various	colors	and	sizes	and	can	be	used	to	paint	over	and	match	the	grout	lines	between	your	tiles.	If	you	have	matched	floor	and	wall	tiles	in	the	bathroom,	you	can	also	have
matching	grout	lines	with	a	grout	pen	of	a	single	color.	The	most	common	sizes	are	the	5mm	and	15mm	pen	widths	that	match	small	and	large	grout	spaces.	It	is	a	waterproof,	non-toxic,	anti-bacterial,	and	anti-fungal	formula	safe	for	enclosed	areas	and	spaces.	The	coating	can	be	made	to	match	your	grout’s	current	color,	ensuring	it	looks	neat	and
cohesive.	It	comes	in	a	container	looking	like	a	thick	pen	or	marker.		To	apply	a	grout	pen,	you	press	the	tube	along	the	grout	line	with	the	narrow	pointed	tip	helping	with	precision.	Once	you	apply	a	layer	or	two,	your	grout	should	look	as	good	as	ever.	While	using	grout	pens	isn’t	as	professional	as	using	steam	cleaning	or	adding	new	grout,	it	is	an
excellent	way	to	restore	your	grout	at	an	affordable	cost.	Grout	pens	are	a	good	option	if	you	need	to	work	on	your	tiles.		However,	it	is	important	to	note	their	limitations.	Grout	pens	are	not	life-long,	nor	can	they	serve	as	a	long-term	or	permanent	solution.	Before	purchasing	a	grout	pen,	it	is	always	important	to	read	other	customer	reviews	since	not
all	pens	are	made	the	same.	Yes,	grout	pens	work,	as	they	achieve	their	intended	purpose	effectively	and	efficiently.	However,	using	a	grout	pen	is	not	a	permanent	solution	as	it	is	a	type	of	paint	that	will	start	wearing	off	after	several	years.	It	will	also	fade	as	new	stains	form	and	adhere	to	the	surface.	Before	application,	the	grout	should	be
completely	clean,	as	applying	the	pen	before	cleaning	may	cause	mold	and	bacteria	to	spread	under	the	surface.	Grout	pens	can	also	be	used	to	cover	stains,	especially	if	your	grout	is	in	good	condition	and	does	not	need	you	to	replace	it.	They	can	be	used	to	cover	ugly	stains	by	applying	new,	bright	colors	on	the	grout	lines.	Depending	on	the	severity
or	level	of	the	stain,	you	may	use	two	or	more	application	layers	to	get	the	best	results.		You	can	also	use	your	grout	pen	to	update	the	color	of	your	grout	lines	in	any	room,	especially	if	you	have	grown	tired	of	the	standard	white.	You	can	decide	to	match	the	color	of	your	tiles,	go	dull	with	a	dark	color,	or	even	bold	with	bright	and	golden	colors.	
Doing	so	gives	your	floor	an	even	more	aesthetic,	neat,	and	cohesive	finish.	However,	it	is	crucial	to	note	that	depending	on	the	location	of	your	grout,	the	line	coating	is	thin	and	porous	and	can	easily	absorb	color	and	dirt.	A	good	hack	is	to	always	try	colored	grout	pens	on	plain	white	paper	before	applying	them	to	your	grout	to	ensure	the	color.
Also,	your	grout’s	overall	look	depends	on	your	precision,	as	a	wobbly	application	may	make	your	floor	worse	than	the	original.		Some	of	the	advantages	of	using	a	grout	pen	include	the	following:	Compared	to	the	other	options	available,	the	grout	pen	is	a	cost-effective	and	efficient	solution	for	someone	working	with	a	tight	budget.	In	addition,	it	will
restore	your	dirty	and	stained	grout	to	a	near-new	state	without	you	having	to	do	much.	It	also	reduces	the	cost	of	installing	tiles	in	the	shower.	How	fast	it	takes	to	apply	a	grout	pen	is	entirely	based	on	your	speed	as	the	applicator.	Otherwise,	it	takes	quite	a	short	amount	of	time.	Additionally,	it	only	takes	overnight	to	dry	and	be	ready	for	use,	unlike
silicone	caulk	which	takes	longer.	Unlike	installing	fresh	grout,	a	grout	pen	does	not	limit	you	to	certain	shades	and	colors.	Instead,	the	newly	improved	grout	pens	allow	you	to	go	bold	with	colors	like	gold,	giving	your	floor	a	new	and	improved	look.	Using	grout	pens	helps	you	be	precise	during	application	due	to	its	pointed	tip	making	each	stroke
clean.	This	enhances	your	floor’s	general	outlook,	giving	it	a	neat	and	cohesive	finish,	and	making	it	aesthetically	pleasing	to	look	at.	The	main	disadvantages	of	using	grout	pens	include	the	following:	While	a	grout	pen	is	very	efficient	and	serves	the	purpose,	it	is	only	a	temporary	solution	since	it	will	start	to	chip	and	slowly	fade	off	with	time.	This
will	force	you	to	either	reapply	or	find	a	permanent	solution	for	your	grout.	One	of	the	primary	disadvantages	of	a	grout	pen	is	leaking	when	a	grout	pen	accidentally	leaks	or	is	applied	to	the	tile.	In	most	situations,	you	can	get	the	stains	off	with	the	help	of	acetone	or	bleach.	However,	if	you	don’t	clean	it	off	immediately,	you	may	have	to	replace	the
tile,	making	it	more	costly.	Ideally,	a	grout	pen	is	not	meant	for	your	entire	floor;	hence	the	finish	won’t	be	as	smooth	and	does	not	take	a	lot	of	wear	and	tear.		While	grout	pen	manufacturers	claim	this	to	be	the	most	suitable	solution	to	restore	your	stained	grout	to	a	near-new	look,	there	are	other	options	too.	For	someone	who	may	not	want	a	grout
pen	as	an	option	but	can	afford	other	services,	we	have	the	following	alternatives:	A	steam	cleaner	is	a	powerful	tool	used	to	clean	grout	lines	and	other	types	of	deep	cleaning.	It	makes	the	otherwise	tedious,	arm-killing	job	faster.	They	heat	water	to	more	than	200°F	with	nozzles	directing	steam	blasts	on	the	grout.	They	also	have	special	brass	and
nylon	brushes	specifically	for	grout	cleaning,	allowing	you	to	scrub	as	you	clean.	The	whole	process	will	create	dirty	slurry	grime	and	water	that	you	can	rinse	off	or	mop	away.	In	addition,	you	can	purchase	or	rent	a	steam	cleaner	from	a	home	center	or	rental	outlet,	as	most	units	are	suitable	for	tile	and	grout	work.	While	removing	and	replacing	the
grout	along	the	lines	may	sound	like	a	huge	project,	it	is	not	as	daunting	and	intimidating	as	it	may	seem.	An	electric	multi-oscillating	tool	with	the	right	tools	and	equipment	will	help	you	chip	the	grout	while	staying	clear	of	your	tile.	When	you’re	done,	and	the	grout	is	gone,	troweling	on	a	new	grout	is	quite	easy.	When	using	your	grout	pen,	you
always	take	time	and	use	slow,	precise	motions	over	the	grout	lines.	Then,	for	the	best	results,	wait	for	your	floor	to	completely	dry	before	applying	the	second	layer	to	get	the	complete	and	dramatic	look.	With	a	little	bit	of	patience	and	persistence,	especially	on	a	cleaned	and	done	floor,	you	will	be	amazed	at	its	efficiency.		Using	grout	pens	to
restore	the	look	of	your	grout	goes	a	long	way	in	saving	you	money	and	time	compared	to	the	alternatives.	This	is	because	you	can	do	most	of	the	tasks	yourself	when	it	comes	to	grout	pens. subway	tile	in	the	shower,	on	the	walls	and	large	square	tiles	on	the	floor.	And	we	placed	bright	white	grout	lines	in	between	it	all.It	was	gorgeous.Well,	for	a	little	while	anyway.You	see	white	tile	looks	fabulous,	elegant	and	classic...but	only	when	the	grout	is	clean.When	the	grout	dulls	and	becomes	discolored,	especially	in	the	shower,	everything
looks	dirty.And	restoring	that	white,	bright,	fresh	look,	isn't	so	easy.For	the	first	several	years,	keeping	the	tile	grout	in	tip	top	shape	was	a	no	brainer.	The	white	grout	had	been	properly	sealed	when	we	installed	it,	so	it	repelled	water	and	stains.	Whenever	I	cleaned	the	glass	showers	doors,	I	gave	the	grout	a	quick	spray	with	water	and	white
vinegar,	a	few	scrubs	with	my	old	toothbrush	and	I	was	done.However,	somewhere	around	year	ten,	as	the	sealer	aged,	we	began	to	notice	more	and	more	stubborn	mildew	spots	that	no	cleaner	or	amount	of	scrubbing	would	remove.The	whole	room	was	looking	dingy	and	my	white	tile	was	taking	on	a	gray	hue,	thanks	to	the	stained	and	discolored
grout.That's	when	I'd	had	enough	and	tried	this	grout	pen.	The	Grout	Pen	I	Used	is	HereI'd	heard	people	talk	about	them,	so	I	figured	I'd	give	it	a	shot.	With	all	the	other	bathroom	renovations	going	on,	I	wasn't	going	to	re-grout	my	bathroom	shower	and	floor	tile.This	seemed	like	an	easy	answer.Of	course,	they're	not	just	for	bathrooms,	you	also	use
grout	pens	anywhere	you	have	tile,	a	kitchen	backsplash,	a	laundry	area,	or	floor	in	any	room,	including	high	traffic	foyers	or	mudrooms.Grout	pens	are	basically	water	resistant,	paint	pens.	Think	white	out	for	your	shower,	except	it	won't	wash	off.Since	grout	is	porous,	and	sealer	wears,	over	time,	water	and	mold	can	settle	into	the	grout	and	it
stains.	Grout	paint	pens	simply	cover	the	old	discolored	grout.They	come	in	variety	of	colors	to	match	your	grout,	although	white	and	black	are	most	popular.Since	grout	pens	are	only	made	to	cover	the	dirty	grout,	cleaning	was	first	on	the	list.As	I	said,	the	grout	pen	will	essentially	seal	your	old	grout	with	a	paint	formula...and	I	didn't	want	mold	and
mildew	sealed	anywhere.	So	while	I	normally	opt	for	gentle	cleansers	or	non-toxic,	natural	cleaners,	this	time	we	used	Comet	with	bleach	to	kill	everything.	And	get	the	tile	and	grout	as	white	as	it	could	be	and	therefore	easier	to	cover.I	let	everything	dry	for	a	day	before	I	used	the	grout	pen.	Wet	paint	doesn't	stick	and	again,	I	wouldn't	want
dampness	sealed	into	my	room.Super	simple	process.	It	was	basically	coloring	in	the	lines.I	shook	the	pen	to	move	the	paint	forward	in	the	tube,	placed	the	tip	in	the	grout	line	and	pushed	down	to	release	it.	From	there,	you're	basically	just	drawing	on	your	grout	lines.	It	takes	time,	sometimes	it	takes	more	than	one	coat	to	completely	cover	a	dark
spot	and	it	can	be	tedious.But	it's	not	difficult.You	might	need	to	prime	the	pen	a	bit	first,	or	from	time	to	time,	if	the	paint	doesn't	come	out	right	away.	To	do	that	you	can	push	the	nib,	or	tip,	on	the	cardboard	package,	until	it	starts	to	flow.The	paint	definitely	gets	on	the	tile,	so	I	kept	a	damp	paper	towel	handy	to	wipe	away	any	paint	that	settled
outside	the	grout	line.The	paint	needs	to	set	and	even	though,	it	dries	pretty	quickly,	we	didn't	use	our	shower	for	a	solid	24	hours.When	I	was	done,	I	was	so	thrilled	with	the	results,	that	I	decided	to	do	the	floor	and	was	equally	as	pleased.*You	can	peek	at	my	shutter	project	and	my	pleated	fabric	vanity	DIY	if	you	like.The	before	and	after	in	both	the
shower	and	on	the	floor	was	dramatic.	No	doubt	about	it.	Everything	was	white,	bright	and	refreshed.	The	grout	pen	paint	won't	wash	off,	but	it	does	eventually	wear	away	and	mildew	and	mold	grow	right	on	top	of	it	in	short	order	if	you're	not	cleaning	regularly.In	a	busy	family	bathroom,	with	several	daily	hot	showers,	it	happened	fast,	too.	You
might	see	better	results	on	a	kitchen	backsplash.It'll	also	last	longer	on	the	bathroom	or	kitchen	tile	floor	than	in	the	shower	for	obvious	reasons.So	using	a	grout	pen	is	great	way	to	refresh	the	color	of	grout,	or	even	change	it	from	say	white	to	black,	but	it's	not	a	permanent	fix.	Granted	you	can	paint	over	the	grout	again	in	few	months.They're	made
to	cover	the	old,	worn	grout.	We	had	a	few	holes	and	while	the	paint	initially	covered	them,	if	I	jammed	enough	of	it	inside,	it	wore	away	quickly	and	the	gaps	were	back.You'd	need	to	add	new	grout	first	then	paint	over	it.However,	keep	in	mind	that	the	grout	pen	paint	will	not	adhere	to	recently	sealed	grout.	They're	made	to	restore	old	grout.Well
that	depends.	This	is	the	grout	pen	I	used.I	chose	it	because	it	said	it	was	non-toxic	and	had	no	odor	and	with	my	allergies	that	was	very	important	to	me.	The	reviews	backed	that	claim	up	and	were	generally	very	positive.	It	came	with	a	replaceable	nib,	if	the	first	tip	wore	down	or	frayed.	It	also	covered	my	entire	shower	and	floor	before	running	out
of	paint.However	it	only	comes	in	white	and	buff	and	with	one	size	tip.This	is	another	grout	pen	that	is	highly	rated.It's	the	best	seller.	I	didn't	choose	it,	because	it's	low	odor,	not	no	odor,	and	some	reviewer	noted	its	strong	smell.This	one	does	come	with	two	tip	choices	though,	for	wide	or	narrow	grout	lines	and	in	10	colors	to	match	your	grout.One
last	point,	white	grout	comes	in	ton	of	shades.	The	grout	pen	whites	are	very	vivid.	If	you're	going	to	be	matching	grout	colors	in	spaces	that	are	nearby,	you	might	want	to	test	it	out	in	an	inconspicuous	spot.Overall,	I	was	super	happy	with	my	results.Using	a	grout	pen	was	a	very	easy	DIY	and	gave	my	entire	bathroom	a	lift.	It's	also	made	the	grout
easier	to	clean,	now	that	it's	been	lightened	up	with	the	paint.It	looks	almost	brand	new.Eventually,	we	might	have	to	regrout	and/	or	reseal	the	shower,	but	for	now	I'm	happy	with	my	quick	fix.And	the	return	of	my	gorgeous,	bright	white	tile...and	grout. Grout	paint	is
water	resistant	-	so	it	won't	wash	off	-	and	can	help	to	seal	grout	so	it	is	less	absorbant	and	less	likely	to	grow	mold	or	mildew.	Most	water	based	colorant	and	sealer	pens	for	grout	work	the	same	way.	I	have	had	great	success	using	this	grout	pen.	The	paint	from	a	grout	pen	is	just	that	-	paint.	It	is	not	new	colored	grout.	How	long	the	paint	lasts	on
your	grout	lines	will	depend	on	wear	and	tear	on	the	space.	Expect	the	grout	to	need	another	touch	up	in	about	2	years.	If	you	get	a	little	paint	on	your	tile	while	you	are	painting	it	onto	the	grout,	you	can	use	your	finger	or	a	piece	of	paper	towel	to	easily	wipe	it	off. Tips	need	to	be	primed	before	use,	all	brand	new	GROUT	PENS	have	a	dry	white	tip	until	they	are	activated.	The	tip	of	my	GROUT	PEN	fell	out	or	is	worn	down,	is	my	pen	broken?	Tips	are	designed	to	be	removable	so	when	a	tip	becomes	worn
or	damaged	it	can	be	taken	out	and	flipped	over.	If	the	tip	falls	out	do	not	worry,	simply	put	it	back	in	and	keep	working.	Do	I	need	to	press	down	hard	while	moving	the	pen	along	the	grout	lines?	Pressing	hard	will	only	damage	the	tip	of	the	pen	as	grout	lines	are	rough.	It's	better	to	fully	prime	the	pen	by	pressing	in	and	holding	the	tip	for	about	20
seconds,	once	the	tip	is	fully	saturated,	lightly	move	the	pen	across	the	grout	line.	Best	practice	is	to	make	multiple	light	passes	along	the	grout	line	instead	of	one	heavy	stroke.	The	color	of	the	pen	cap	is	not	exactly	the	color	I	want	The	GROUT	PEN	color	chart	is	the	most	exact	representation	of	each	color,	please	keep	in	mind	that	computer
monitors	and	screens	can	display	slightly	different	color	spectrums,	it	is	recommended	to	do	a	small	test	area	first	if	you	are	not	sure	about	the	color.	Your	browser	does	not	support	the	video	tag.	When	applying	GROUT	PEN	to	tile	walls	or	any	verticle	surface,	it	is	easier	to	work	from	the	bottom	up	instead	of	the	top	down.	GROUT	PEN	works	best	on
unsealed	grout.	If	your	grout	has	been	sealed	previously	this	may	prevent	GROUT	PEN	from	being	able	to	correctly	adhere	to	the	grout	Click	here	for	more	information	and	videos	about	GROUT	PEN.	Choosing	a	selection	results	in	a	full	page	refresh.	Press	the	space	key	then	arrow	keys	to	make	a	selection.	Everywhere	in	our	home	we	have	used	dark
grout	with	tiles.	I	love	how	it	looks	against	a	classic,	inexpensive	tile	(see	our	bathroom	here)	and	there’s	the	practicality	of	it	not	highlighting	mould,	stains	and	marks,	especially	in	a	high	traffic	area	such	as	a	family	bathroom	or	kitchen.So	why	didn’t	you	use	dark	grout	in	the	kitchen	I	hear	you	asking?	Well,	we	did,	but	we	also	used	crackle	glaze
tiles	–	which	we	sealed!	But	only	once	–	and	the	dark	grout	bled	onto	the	tiles	so	badly	that	we	had	to	tile	an	entire	new	layer	over	the	section	(because	to	remove	them	would’ve	taken	the	plaster	underneath	off).We	then	sealed	them	an	extra	three	times	to	be	sure	but	still	got	scared	so	just	went	with	a	light	grey	grout.The	tiles	before,	using	a	light
grey	groutIt	was	fine,	they	looked	nice,	but	it	just	wasn’t	my	vision,	you	know?	Our	tiles	(‘Ludlow’	in	Ammonite	from	Porcelain	superstore),	in	my	opinion,	would	sing	that	little	bit	more	with	a	darker	surround.I	had	been	meaning	to	try	a	grout	pen	for	ages,	in	fact	I	bought	one	(via	Rainbow	chalk)	and	it	sat	unused	on	my	desk	for	ages	–	partly	out	of
nervousness	but	mostly	out	of	lack	of	time.	But	we	have	finally	got	round	to	it	and	here	are	the	results!	It	took	a	lot	of	getting	used	to	at	first,	as	we	had	gotten	used	to	the	lighter	grout,	but	for	me,	the	room	instantly	feels	more	‘us’	and	what	we	originally	wanted	–	the	tiles	ping,	as	do	the	items	leaning	against	the	wall.	Here	are	a	few	things	to	note:I
did	not	‘prep’	the	room	or	the	tiles.Our	grout	is	reasonably	recent	(under	2	years)	so	it	was	in	a	good	state,	and	our	tiles	were	miraculously	quite	clean!	Grout	pen	work-in-progressOne	pen	will	not	do	an	entire	roomDo	not	give	it	a	go	with	just	one	pen	(like	me)	if	your	space	is	as	large	(or	larger)	than	this.	I	booked	out	an	entire	day	and	then	ran	out	of
juice	(both	metaphorically	and	literally!)	after	a	couple	of	hours.	In	the	end	we	used	three	pens	for	this	area,	I	probably	didn’t	use	the	pen	right	until	the	last	possible	drip	as	it	gets	trickier	to	navigate	and	more	room	for	error	(and	I	was	filming	on	a	deadline	so	needed	to	be	somewhat	quick).There	are	different	size	nibsI	used	a	7ml	one	but	they	sell
smaller	and	thicker	(we	accidentally	bought	a	15ml	one	and	it	was	like	a	jumbo	marker	–	we	sent	that	one	back).Action	shotThe	nib	generally	gets	worn	down	and	rough	after	a	whileThis	means	that	your	lines	aren’t	as	smooth	and	it	gets	a	bit	tougher	to	make	markings	on	the	grout.	That’s	when	you	change	pen.To	use	the	pen	you	shake,	then	push
down	on	the	nib	to	bring	the	ink	out	(a	bit	like	those	gold	pens	we	all	used	in	school?!)	–	I	would	recommend	having	a	notepad	handy	to	do	this	as	you	go.	If	you	push	down	straight	onto	the	grout	the	nib	will	be	ruined	quicker	(see	above	image!).Try	a	tester	area	in	a	less	visible	part	of	the	room	before	you	startJust	in	case	you	don’t	like	it!	I	tested	it
under	the	breakfast	bar	first.Don’t	worry	if	you	go	over	the	tilesI	generally	had	a	damp	flannel	that	ran	over	the	edge	of	the	tiles	and	would	tidy	up	after	it	had	initially	dried.The	results!I	have	not	tried	this	in	a	bathroom	or	wet	room	and	cannot	say	whether	it’d	hold	up	–	a	few	people	on	TikTok	have	said	it’s	fine;	a	few	haven’t!	It	seems	less	upholding
on	floor	grout	(for	obvious	reasons).Make	sure,	if	you	have	different	tiles	like	crackle-glaze,	that	they	are	sealed	before	attempting	this.	Maybe	three	times	to	be	sure!	You	can	buy	some	here	(and	we	found	using	a	mini	roller	was	a	really	quick	and	handy	way	to	do	this).All	in	all,	we	are	really	happy	with	the	result	and	it’s	exactly	what	I	‘thought’	our
tiles	were	going	to	look	like	when	we	first	finished	our	kitchen.	It’s	worth	mentioning	that	this	is	obviously	freshly	done	and	I	can’t	vouch	for	how	long	it	lasts	–	but	will	of	course	share	if	there	are	any	major	flaws.	If	this	was	something	you	were	considering	(or	maybe	you	hadn’t	thought	of	it	as	an	option	before!),	it’s	a	really	affordable	change	you
