Bear in mind that most collectors gravitate towards proof coins, so as a result their uncirculated counterparts will sometimes end up
with lower mintage totals and thus become more valuable as collectibles down the road.Can a proof coin be circulated?Proof coinage is not intended to be circulated. Instead, they are minted specifically for collecting and are sold at much higher prices. However, on occasion it certainly happens that a proof coin will mistakenly end up in circulation.
This invariably leaves the coin in a lower grade and impairs its collectible value.Can you touch a proof coin?It is not recommended. Due to their highly reflective fields, proof coins are more susceptible to showing fingerprints, smudges, and scratches than normal coins. You should keep proof coins in a protective capsule. If you must handle them, use

The half dollar, quarter, and dime consist of 90% silver and all other coins are non-silver. One exception is in 1942, some sets came with a 35% silver Jefferson Nickel. In
1955 the proof sets came in boxes and flat packs with orange/brown envelopes. NO proof sets issued from 1943 to 1949.1955 to 1964 Silver Proof SetsThe half dollar, quarter, and dime consist of 90% silver and all other coins are not silver. These sets came in an orange envelopes and housed in cello packs.1965 to 1967 SMS Set With 40% Kennedy
Half DollarNo proof sets issued from 1965 to 1967 and only the Kennedy Half were clad in 40% silver, all other coins are non-silver. 1965 SMS sets, or Special Mint Sets, came in a white envelope, flat pack, and the 1966 through 1967 came in a rectangular blue box and a snap-shut, plastic holder. Coins can easily be removed from the 1966-1967 sets
and some sets have been placed 1965 sets inside these snap-shut cases, then sold, but 1965 SMS sets where never issued in hard plastic cases.1968 to 1970 Silver Proof Sets1968 saw the return of proof sets and from 1968 to 1970 they came in blue boxes and contained a 40% clad, Kennedy Half Dollar. All other coins are non-silver.1971 to 1972 Clad
Proof Sets1971 and 1972 proof sets came in blue boxes but all coins are non-silver and it is called a clad set even though the nickel and cent are solid mixed alloys.1973 to 1982 Clad Proof Sets1973 to 1982 clad proof sets didnt have any silver coins, they came in a black box and in addition they included a Eisenhower Dollar until 1978, then from 1979
to 1981 they contained a proof Susan B. Anthony Dollar, but in 1982 they contained a US Treasury Medal instead of the SBA dollar.In 1976, to celebrate Americas Bicentennial the US Mint released a 40% silver proof set and mint set, these sets contained a Eisenhower Dollar, Kennedy Half Dollar and Washington Quarter. The proof sets came in a
special box, with Styrofoam and a folding blue case to house the coins in air-tites. The 1976 mint set version came in a solid, red envelope or a red and white envelope. See images below.1983 to 1991 Clad Proof Sets1983 saw the return to a blue box and in 1984 to 1991 the boxes are purple. All coins are non-silver and the nickel and penny are a solid
alloy, non-silver mixture.1992 to 1998 Proof SetsFrom 1992 to 1998 the US Mint released clad proof sets and silver proof sets, the silver proof sets came in a black box and the clad sets came in a green box. The silver proof sets in the black box came with a 90% silver Kennedy Half Dollar, Washington Quarter and Roosevelt Dime, all other coins are
non-silver. The clad sets in the green box are all non-silver.In addition the US Mint released silver Premier proof sets that came in a larger black box and a hinged display case, and contained the same silver and non-silver coins as the regular black box silver sets.1999 to 2009 Proof SetsProof sets from 1999 to 2008 came in silver and clad versions.
Silver proof sets were packed in red boxes while clad sets were packed in blue boxes. Both versions contained 5 State Quarters, then in 2007 and 2008 they included the Presidential Dollars. The red boxed silver sets contain 90% silver issues of the Kennedy Half Dollar, State Quarters, and Roosevelt Dime.2010 Proof SetIn 2010 the sets came in 90%
silver with a red and white box and the clad sets came in a blue and white box. Also 2010 saw the end of the State Quarter series as this set contained the Commonwealth and Territories Quarters. As with the 1999 to 2009 sets the quarters, half dollar and dime are 90% silver alloy.2011 to 2021 Proof SetsProof sets from 2011 to 2021 saw some box
design changes beginning with the silver sets released in a mostly black box with a silver color side stripe and the clad in a black box with a brown side stripe. Also, these sets contained the new series of quarters called American the Beautiful or ATB and they came in silver and clad versions. The silver sets contained 90% silver quarters, Kennedy
Half Dollar and Roosevelt Dime, but in 2018 the silver alloy was change to .999 silver for these same denominations.In 2013 the Mint changed the box design a final time with an image of the Washington Monument at Sunrise giving the box a white-orange appearance and the clad coins are housed in an holder with a orange or brownish insert . The
silver version is the Washington Monument at Sunset and all silver coins are housed in a holder with a black insert.In 2016 was the end of the Presidential Dollar program because only deceased Presidents are allowed on these coins, but in 2020 a George H.W Bush Presidential Dollar coin was issued to honor our 41st President after his death in
2018.Special Issues2017 saw the release of a 225th US Mint Anniversary, enhanced uncirculated set with a mintage of only 225,000 but all coins are non-silver or mostly clad.2018 saw the release of a 50th Anniversary of the San Francisco Mints first proof coin issue with a mintage of only 200,000. The coins had a special reverse proof finish and
contained the .999 silver Kennedy Half Dollar, ABT quarters and Roosevelt Dime, all other coins are non-silver.In the years 1983, 1984, 1986, 1987, 1988, 1989, 1990, 1991, 1992, 1993, 1994, 1995, 1996 and 1997 the US Mint issued Prestige Proof Sets that contained clad coins but with the addition of a different Commemorative 90% Silver Dollar for
each year. See image below.Beginning in 2012, and up to the present, the US Mint released a Limited Edition Proof set that contained the silver Kennedy Half Dollars, silver ABT quarters with the addition of a .999 American Silver Eagle. Ever since coin collecting became an academic discipline, people noticed that there were some coins that are of more quality than the others. So,
what is a proof coin? It is not a special issue, nor is it a measure by which we grade a coin. No, coin proof is a coin made using a special method of strucking - proofing. We'll get to that in this article, but we'll also help you differentiate between several types of coins. We'll answer some coin-related questions that even some coin collectors don't know
the answers to. What Is a Proof Coin? Proof coin is a special coin, made using a proofing method, and is considered the finest type of coinage. That method of minting creates something called cameo contrast, which actually gives the coin its value. Let's start from the beginning. The question of what is a proof coin is easiest to answer by explaining a
coin creation process. Before they become coins, they are planchets - unstruck, round, and flat pieces of metal. Moreover, not every planchet is good enough to go under proofing, it has to meet high-quality standards, and then be specially prepared. After a selected planchet has gone under special cleaning and polishing it is time to struck it.
Strucking a coin means putting it in a coin press and, by using a special die, creating the coin devices - the design and the negative space (or fields). Coin struck raises or incuses designs, and leaves the fields flat. This is universal for all coins. However, proof coins are made in a way to create a cameo effect - the designs are frosted and the fields are
highly reflective. We will provide everything you need to ship and receive funds for currencies you own.REQUEST YOUR SHIPPING KIT History
of Proofing You might still have questions: what is a proof coin, how and where did it come about, and how does it differ from other coins? That's alright, we are just getting started detangling this intricate part of numismatics. Coin collecting was considered the king's hobby, as it was mainly the wealthy people who participated in it. In fact, although
coin collecting has been around for thousands of years, it became what it is today in the 19th century. Proofing, however, dates back even before that. The machinist of the US Mint Adam Eckfeldt worked on preparing and strucking coins in the 18th century. He was making sure that each planchet was perfectly polished, and prepared the die, so the
coins looked ideal. However, the press was able to make ideal coins only the first few times. This brought Eckfeldt to decide only to take special care of the first issues of each coin. These issues were kept by collectors or given to politicians and other special guests of the US Mint. Although it was not called that at the time, this is the real origin of
proofing. Today, the US Mint issues proof coins for collectors each year. Some of them are special sets, but some are just proofed versions of regular coins. What Types of Coins Are There? The United States Mint issues four types of coins, but as you might guess, not all of them are collector's items. There are bullion coins, circulated and uncirculated
coins, and proof coins. Now that we know the answer to the what is a proof coin question, let's get familiar with other types so that we can understand the differences. Bullion coins are created from precious metals, and their worth is based on that metal's worth. Bullion coins don't undergo any special polishing, and they don't have the cameo effect.
In fact, they are created using the standard coin-strucking procedure. Uncirculated coins are issued not to be used in day-to-day life but as commemorative coins or special editions. They are produced much quicker than proofs, but much slower than bullion, so their collectible worth stands between these two types. This type of coin is rare, as they
never go into circulation and are made using a special method called burnishing, resulting in a finish that offers protection and has a soft matte look. One of the most popular uncirculated coins is the American Eagle silver coin. Circulated coins are what all of us use in our everyday lives, as they are struck for daily commerce. Pennies, nickels, dimes,
all those coins that you can find in your pocket are worth however much it is stated in their design. For example, one circulated penny is worth one-hundredth part of a dollar. And lastly, what is a proof coin, and how does it differ from the rest? Technically, each of these abovementioned types of coinage can be proofed. And that's when they become
proof coins. Collectors value proof coins the most out of all coin types, because of their shine and reflectiveness. What Is a Reverse Proof Coin? Besides the four main types of coins, there are more special collectors coinage. Reverse-proof coins are, just like their name suggests, created with the inversion of design and field. Plain and simple, the
cameo effect is reversed - the device is mirrored, while the field is frosted. The US Mint first struck reverse coins in 2006, creating Eagle Reverse Proof Sets in gold and silver for the 20th anniversary of those two issues. What is a Proof Coin Set? Going back to the 19th century, it was then when the US Mint recognized proofing as a method. Thats
when they started not only issuing collectors coins but also creating coinage sets struck from different metals, both precious and minor. Today, proof sets are issued as proofed examples of each coin released for circulation. The US Mint Proof Set is struck from the same metals as their circulated counterparts and is issued annually. There are other
sets, which are struck in silver or gold. Silver Proof Sets include coins struck in both base metals and .999 fine silver. On the other hand, Gold Eagle Proof Set coins are all struck in gold. How to Know You Have a Proof Coin in Your Hands? If you find yourself in possession of a proof coin, you will know by the brilliance and the shine of the field, which
is in contrast with the design on the coin. Grading companies grade proof on the Sheldon scale, and they grade them in Proofs and not as Mint State. There are eleven grades for proofs ranging from 60 to 70. Proof coins with the highest grade appear perfect under the 5x magnification, and their fields are completely mirrored. The lower the grade the
less mirrored field it is. Can I Get Proof Coins From Other Countries?
