The word "read" comes from Old English "rdan," which means "to counsel, order, decide, guide, govern, realize, grasp the meaning of, interpret, explain, teach, look at and understand (written symbols), say aloud (something written)." It's related to Germanic *rdan-, whence also Old Frisian "rda" "to advise, protect, help, plan, decide," Old Saxon
"rdan" "to consult, guess, take care of, counsel," and others. The verb has a long etymology going back to Indo-European *(H)reh1dh- "carry through successfully." This base also produced Sanskrit "rdhati" "will bring about," rdhnti "(s/he) achieves, prepares, satisfies," Avestan "rdat" "will make right"; from a causative *(H)rohldh-ie-, Gothic "rodjan"
