I just noticed when watching my backup of Avatar that the language of the Pandora natives does not have accompanying English subtitles. Up to this point, I have not included any
subtitles in BDRB when doing a movie-only backup. I was under the impression that the term "subtitles" referred to the actual spoken languages, such as English. How do I distinguish between the two when configuring BDRB? In other words, I don't want any subtitles for the movie itself, unless it is intended for translation purposes in the film; Avatar
is a good example. Those are usually called "forced subtitles". Well, I thought those would be distinguished in the list of subtitles but I guess they're not. The strange thing is that my backups of "Robin Hood" and "Iron Man 2" show the forced subs even though I used the same options to create those as I did Avatar (no subs selected). Sometimes
movies have burned in subs so you see the translated language without selectable subs. I think,therefore i am a hamster. Is there any way to distinguish which movies will require selection of subs? If so, how do you select only the forced subs for movie-only backup? No way to tell in advance. Sometimes the translation for the foreign language is
'burned’' or 'embedded' into the video, as johnsO mentioned. Sometimes they have their own separate track, and sometimes they're marked 'forced' within the larger track that has all the dialog. You just have to check the various subtitle tracks until you find them. I haven't worked with the Avatar Blu-Ray so I can't help there. Maybe someone else can.
Don't have that movie, but IIRC, the forced subs were in a weird font (papyrus?).Anyway, forced subs in Blu-Ray are *usually* embedded in an extra subtitle track. The only way to be certain you'll retain them in a full disc backup is to keep all English tracks, and they don't take up very much space. But you can usually identify and extract forced subs
with BDSup2Sub. Then you can remux them if doing a movie-only backup. BTW, with BDRB, you can click on a sub stream and turn it on, i.e. automatically display. No real need to hardcode them. Select "Edit" -> "Edit Frame" and a window will appear. Here you can change the start/end times for displaying that particular sub. Change (shorten) the end time by
however many seconds you judge necessary. Save changes and export a new subtitle track (as *.sup, of course, no resolution conversion, but you figured that out already). Try again and good luck.[EDIT] No good explanation for why the display times are incorrect. Maybe a fault in BDSup2Sub, or perhaps something not quite right with the original
disc structure. It wouldn't be the first time, and mind you that disc got the full anti-copy protection treatment for making it hard to deal with. I tried again and it seems that the Na'vi subtitles are working correctly now. My only other concern is this: When I remuxed the forced-only .sup into the original m2ts, I also removed all of the other language subtitles. However, when I fired up the BD structure in BDRB, all 4 original subtitle streams appear on the list in the main screen, instead of
just the single one that is actually in the m2ts (the Na'vi track):I changed the source path and then changed it back just to make sure it wasn't a residual reading of the old m2ts, but no change. Even so, I "turned ON" the English stream. I'm hoping this will get the results I want. Also, is there a way to make a modified .sup track visible in BDRB after I
remux it into the m2ts? I tried that before and still only got the original languages on the list in BDRB. I even tried to set the new track language to "undetermined" to see if that would do the trick, but it still didn't show. In this case, if my method works, I will still only have a single subtitle track (the Na'vi language); however, for future movies with
this issue (such as 2012) I am going to want both a "turned ON" custom track comprised of forced subs WITHOUT English spoken subs AND the option to turn on full spoken English subs. The Avatar series is many things, but fast is not one of them.James Cameron, director of Aliens and Titanic, first wrote a treatment for sci-fi/environmentalist tale Avatar in
the mid-'90s. The movie eventually came out in 2009. And despite being the highest-grossing movie of all time -- raking in $2.8 billion worldwide -- the planned sequels have failed to materialize.All that's about to change. Cameron is planning not one but four (!) Avatar sequels. And just as Avengers: Endgame threatens to take Avatar's box office
crowncomes the announcement that Avatar 2 will hit theaters in December 2021.Release date and where to watchStarting with Avatar 2 at Christmas 2021, Cameron's sequels are projected to alternate with Star Wars movies each holiday season until Avatar 5 ends the series in 2027 -- nearly two decades after the first movie was released.Here's the

movie, paraplegic marine Jake Sully (Sam Worthington) joined a rapacious mining outfit plundering a moon called Pandora of its infamous treasure, the metal Unobtainium. Transferring his mind into a hybrid body, Sully walked among Pandora's tall, blue-skinned inhabitants, the Na'vi, and fell in love with their princess, Neytiri (Zoe Saldana).Not to
be confused with animated fantasy Avatar: The Last Airbender, which is being remade in live action by Netflix, the Avatar sequels will continue the story of Jake and Neytiri. While we don't know exact plot points, Cameron and producer Jon Landau have given a few hints over the years.In a February 2019 interview with Collider, Landau said each
movie would be a standalone story, meaning you wouldn't have to remember the original to understand what's going on.In a 2016 interview with Variety, Cameron said the sequels would explore the theme of family, following Jake, Neytiri and their children. In 2018, Cameron said he'd been thinking of the Avatar sequels asfamily dramas, even name-
checking The Godfather films.Landau also said the movies will further explore Pandora and the other clans and geographies of that world. "In the first movie, we really only met one clan, the Omaticaya," he said. "But if a clan has lived forever on the oceans, they're culturally going to be very different than a clan that has lived in the rainforest, and we
want to present that in the movies as well."What are the titles?In November, the BBC reported it had seen the titles of the sequels. In a February interview with Entertainment Tonight Cameron said these names aren't definite, but they are contenders:Avatar: The Way of WaterAvatar: The Seed BearerAvatar: The Tulkun RiderAvatar: The Quest for
EywaCast and crewJames Cameron will direct all four movies. He's co-writing the series with Shane Salerno, while other writers are also involved with individual films. talking about sequels back in the oughts. Variety reported in 2010 that Avatar 2 and 3 would be released in 2014 and 2015. By 2012, producer Jon Landau said that deadline would be "tough."Avatar 2 was pushed back to 2017, then 2018, then 2020, before the creators settled on the 2021 release date.The movies have been delayed for various
reasons. As two sequels swelled into four, Cameron talked about the complexities of shooting multiple movies at once. He even bought 2,500 acres of land in New Zealand just to shoot the films. The first movie was filmed with a new generation of 3D technology specially developed by Cameron and his team, and the sequels are also likely to use
innovative filmmaking tech. There's been talk of an "underwater motion capture system," for example.Some of that new tech was also channeled into Alita: Battle Angel, another effects-heavy and long-gestating Cameron project. Cameron handed that one off to Robert Rodriguez to get the film over the line, and critics found the results to be
underwhelming.Most recently, the films were delayed again when Disney bought Fox, the studio behind Avatar. Disney had to slot Avatar into the schedule so it wouldn't compete with the other sci-fi epic series on its books, Star Wars -- hence the alternating Christmas release dates.A lot's changed since the original Avatar smashed box office records.
With superheroes ruling the box office and Alita: Battle Angel proving disappointing, the question is: can the Avatar sequels repeat the success of the original?
