However, the first person to receive the relaxing benefits will actually be you!Intro to Relaxing Piano MusicRelaxing piano music isnt a musical genre in and of itself, but the phrase has wide
popularity in the music streaming industry on platforms like Spotify, Apple Music, and Amazon Music. Even though listeners may find relaxation in various genres of piano musicincluding classical, jazz and popusually, the genre most commonly associated with relaxing piano is new age music.What is New Age Music?New age music is a broad term applied to music that promotes tranquility, meditation, healing, relaxation and optimism. While early usage of the term new age emerged in the 1960s and 70s, the trend of marketing new age music as a genre
gained popularity in the 1980s. In particular, Windham Hill Records, established in 1976 by guitarist Will Ackerman, became popular for producing instrumental acoustic music that combined elements of classical, jazz, pop, folk and bluegrass.In 1980, Windham Hill Records released George Winstons Autumn, which became a huge hit. Windham Hill became the most successful new age label and the solo piano became the new age instrument of choice.Todd Lowry, pianist and authorIn 1987, the Grammy Awards created a new category for Best New Age
Album,which was awarded to Swiss harpist Andreas Vollenweider for Down to the Moon. Then, in 1988, Billboard magazine followed suit, creating a chart to track the popularity of new age albums.Ironically, the new age categorization that had emerged did not have many unifying musical characteristics. Instead, albums were classified as new age if they were created for the purpose of promoting mindfulness and relaxation. In fact, many new age albums prominently featured nature sounds combined with either acoustic or electronic instruments. By the
1990s, new age music had developed negative connotations as a genre characterized by blandness that was marketed by record company executives for easy profits. In response, some artists tried to distance themselves and their music from the new age designation.Other Names for New Age MusicIn modern times, artists who continue to create music that exemplifies the optimistic characteristics of new age music before its public decline tend to prefer the term contemporary instrumental music. Similarly, the music of pianists in particular is frequently
described as contemporary solo piano. However, in most cases, the term new age music has stuck.Depending on the specific musical characteristics, other names for new age music may include:instrumental folk musicelectroacoustic musicminimalist musicambient musicCeltic musiceasy listeningBy contrast, modern streaming platforms arent bound physical bins or racks for displaying records and CDs as in previous generations. Oftentimes, listeners browse contemporary solo piano music in playlists with catchy titles that evoke a particular mood,

Thanksgiving (1982) Sundial Dreams (1996) I Giorni (2001)In the next section, well examine the musical elements that contribute to this relaxing piano sound.Characteristics of Peaceful Piano Music for Relaxing & MeditationWhile each of these artists that weve mentioned are unique, they collectively represent a mainstream school of contemporary solo piano composers and performers with calming musical characteristics. In general, this music contains the following four musical
elements: (1) major & minor chords, (2) flowing left-hand patterns, (3) tranquil tempos & dynamics, and (4) pensive melodies.1. Major & Minor ChordsOne of the distinctive traits of calming music is minimal and controlled use of dissonance. In music, the term dissonance refers to intervals or chords that sound jarring, discordant or unresolved. For example, intervals such as a minor 9th (an octave + a step, as in C to D), or a tritone (three whole steps, as in F to B) have brittle sonic properties. By comparison, major 3rds, minor 3rds, major 6ths and minor 6ths
are much moreconsonant, or pleasing to the ear. Therefore, new age composers prefer chords that contain consonant intervals. Consequently, new age music features lots of major and minor chords.However, this doesnt necessarily mean that new age music is comprised entirely of major and minor triads. Instead, new age composers incorporate harmonic variety by adding color tones such as add2 chords, sus chords, major 6th chords, major 7th chords, minor 7th chords, major 9th chords and minor 9th chords.Another way that new age composers introduce
harmonic variety is by occasionally including major and minor triads that are borrowed chords from related keys.Later in this lesson, well examine examples of relaxing piano music that incorporates many of these harmonic concepts with beautiful simplicity.2. Flowing Left Hand PatternsAnother common characteristic of contemporary solo piano music is flowing left hand accompaniment patterns. These patterns often use the damper pedal in conjunction with 8th notes or 16th notes to give the music a smooth, soothing texture. In fact, well play an example of
a flowing left-hand pattern when we get to Step 2 in this lesson.3. Tranquil Tempos & DynamicsContemporary solo piano music is often characterized by minimalism or understatement. This quality helps to create a calming sensation. As such, it is rare to find robust tempos and forceful dynamics in new age music. Instead, slow and moderate tempos are the norm. Similarly, soft and medium dynamics are used to promote a relaxing or contemplative mood.4. Pensive MelodiesNew age melodies are marked by a simple, pensive quality. Rhythmically speaking,
this is accomplished by using long tones and rests to create lots of space. Faster durations also occur, often as a means to ornament or prepare long tones, giving the melodies a romantic quality.Tonally speaking, new age composers are particularly fond of pentatonic scaleswhich lack half-steps. In addition, major scales and minor scales are also common. Frequently, new age composers will select specific chord shapes from within the major scale that elicit a dreamy effect.In the next section, youll discover how to create all of the relaxing piano qualities weve
just described!How to Play Relaxing Piano MusicNow that you know about the history and musical characteristics of contemporary solo piano music, lets discover how to build a relaxing piano arrangement from scratch. 1: Simple Chord ProgressionThe first step to creating relaxing piano music is to start with a simple chord progression. For example, the following progression in the key of C major uses mostly major and minor chords. An exception to this is the G(sus4) in measure 8. Also, notice that the B major chord in measure 7 constitutes an example of a borrowed chord.To explore more beautiful contemporary chord progressions, check out our full-length course on Contemporary Progressions and Improv (Beg/Int,Int/Adv).Now youre ready for Step 2.Step 2: Apply
Relaxing Piano Left Hand PatternThe second step to creating relaxing piano music is to apply a flowing accompaniment pattern in the left hand. Here is an example of the same chord progression from Step 1 arranged with a flowing 8th note pattern. Notice, this broken chord pattern outlines the harmony with a shape that can be described as low-middle-high-middle-high-middle-high-middle. If you look closely, however, youll notice that not all of the high notes are the same. Instead, John has built in some beautiful countermelodies into this accompaniment
that highlight added color notes such as the add 2 or even the major 7th in measure 4.To explore more contemporary piano accompaniment patterns, check out our course on Pop & Contemporary Accompaniment Patterns (Beg/Int,Int/Adv).Now, lets continue to Step 3 where well introduce a melody.Step 3: Add Simply MelodyThe third step to create relaxing piano music is to add a simple melody. Here, we have a beautiful melody composed primarily with half notes and quarter notes. This melody draws on the C major scale and uses a two-measure motive that
repeats with minimal variation. Notice that the melody is orchestrated in the upper register of the piano to give it an extra tender effect.In the next section, well add an additional note in the right hand to create some delicate harmony.Step 4: Harmonize Melody with Consonant IntervalsOnce you have your basic melody and accompaniment, now youre ready to add some harmony notes. To do so, well add a consonant interval below the melody note that supports the chord symbol. In other words, the note you add should be in the chord. However, if the melody
contains a passing tone (like the note D in measure one), then the harmony note can also be a passing tone (like the harmony note F in measure one).The most consonant intervals to consider are perfect 5ths, perfect 4ths, major 3rds, minor 3rds, major 6ths and minor 6ths. In particular, major and minor 6ths sound especially pretty in contemporary solo piano music. In fact, John Proulxs harmonization draws heavily on the sound of 6th intervals, with just a few exceptions. You might notice that John has modified his original melody slightly in measure 7. Yet,
this change occurs in such a way as to preserve the overall melodic character.Step 5: Add Melodic VariationTo extend the length of your relaxing piano composition, youll need to add some melodic variation. Here, John uses the simple melody from Step 3 as a skeleton on which he hangs 16th note ornaments.Step 6: Open 5th Relaxing Piano AccompanimentThe final step in todays lesson is to explore an alternate accompaniment texture. This can be used as an intro, an outro or to accompany an instrumental soloist, such as a violin or flute.John calls this
accompaniment The Rose Pattern because its modeled after the piano part from Bette Midlers Grammy Awarding winning song, The Rose, from the 1979 film by the same namealso starring Bette Midler. The tune was composed by Amanda McBroom, who sings the background vocals on the recording.To form this accompaniment, first play open 5ths (root + 5th) in the left hand. However, when you encounter a slash chord, youll have to play a 6th interval instead. Next, well create a rocking 8th note pattern in the right hand centered around a persistent G in
the right thumb.ConclusionCongratulations, youve completed todays lesson on 6 Steps to Play Relaxing Piano. This amazing piano work is the perfect piece if youre just starting out.Mozart: Sonata No. 16 (Sonata Facile)Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart, was a prolific and influential composer of the Classical period. Born in Salzburg, in the Holy Roman Empire, Mozart showed prodigious ability from his earliest childhood. Mozart might be the most famous composer
who ever lived, but that doesnt mean that all of his pieces are incredibly difficult to play. We believe that this Sonata is an amazing choice specifically for people just starting out on the piano.J.S. Bach: Minuet in GJohann Sebastian Bach was a German composer and musician of the Baroque period. Minuet in G comes from a notebook that belonged to Bachs wife, Anna Magdalena. In her book she copied music by variety of composers from the 17th and 18th century. Recent research suggests this song was actually composed by Christian Petzold. Christian
Petzold was a German composer and organist. He was active primarily in Dresden, and achieved a high reputation during his lifetime, but his surviving works are few.Einaudi: PrimaveralL.udovico Maria Enrico Einaudi is an Italian pianist and composer. Trained at the Conservatorio Verdi in Milan, Einaudi began his career as a classical composer, later incorporating other styles and genres such as pop, rock, folk, and world music. Primavera literally means Springtime. Schumann: Vom fremden Lndern und Menschen from KinderszenenRobert Schumann was a
German composer, pianist, and influential music critic. He is widely regarded as one of the greatest composers of the Romantic era. Play the most beautiful, gentle and relaxing music on the pianol.Debussy - Suite bergamasque, L.75 - No. 3 Clair de Lune Play Debussy's Clair de Lune on solo pianoLet's begin our journey by visiting a must of classical music, written by one of the most remarkable composers of the post-romantic/modern period: Debussy's famous Clair de Lune.Claude Debussy had a complex, elusive personality which was both timid and wild, awkward and astonishing, and he was seen as eccentric by his teachers.He was passionate about music, poetry and art
and was also a bit of a womaniser. He had one daughter, Chouchou, with Emma Bardac, his second wife, who was at his side until he died.Debussy was a musical painter, substituting notes for colours. Among his most well-known works are La fille aux Cheveux de Lin (The Girl with the Flaxen Hair in English), Arabesque No. 1, Rverie and the famous Clair de Lune, from the Suite Bergamasque.This Suite is often considered the best composition for the piano from his youth. Written around 1890, it was published in 1905 and is in four movements, Prlude,
Menuet, Clair de Lune and Passepied.In order to perform the Clair de Lune correctly, you firstly have to think about your tempo before you begin to play. If the tempo is too slow, the phrasing will lack suppleness and expression.In the same way, the left hand should be played more softly than the right hand, so you must ensure that the sound is balanced.To finish, enjoy the rubato section! Let your performance flow freely.Classified at intermediate-advanced level in the Tomplay app, Debussy's Clair de Lune is accessible to amateur pianists who have already
been practising for some years, particularly owing to its delicate playing.The original Tomplay sheet music of the Clair de Lune contains fingering, as well as a studio recording by a professional pianist to help you learn it.2. Liszt - Liebestraum No. 3 (Dream of Love) Play Liszt's Liebestraum (Dream of Love) on solo pianoMany pianists tremble at the name of Franz Liszt! Extreme virtuosity, tumultuous harmonies and diabolical trills: these are words which come to mind to describe the work of this passionate, impetuous character who was one of the greatest
pianists in the history of music.However, Liszt also composed some very profound pieces with gentle, expressive melodies. This is particularly the case with Liebestraum No. 3 (Dream of Love), composed between 1843 and 1850 and taken from a collection of three Liebestrame.Was Liszt inspired to write this by his own love affair with Marie d'Agoult, made difficult by the distance between them?At all events, we know that the collection was at first thought of as an accompaniment to three poems written by Ludwig Uhland and Ferdinand Freiligath. The most
common interpretation is that they each describe a form of love. After having talked about religious love in the first poem, Uhland dedicated his second poem to erotic love. As for the third text by Freiligath, this depicts unconditional love: "O lieb, solang du lieben kannst!" ("Love as long as you can love!").This sheet music is not that easy! Performing it requires impeccable fingering as it is both tender and melancholy and, as with many pieces by Franz Liszt, mastering the technique requires a certain level of virtuosity.We have arranged Liebestraum No. 3 in
several levels of difficulty (from very easy to intermediate-advanced) in order to make this piece accessible to all pianists. You will find the first Poco allegro con affetto part there, which is perfectly suited to this selection of gentle music.Explore the Tomplay interactive sheet music of Liebestraum No. 3 (Dream of Love) and let yourself be carried away by the performance by Daniel Barenboim synchronised with the sheet music.3. Chopin - Prelude No. 15 in D flat major, 'The Raindrop', Opus 28 Play Chopin's Prelude No. 15, 'The Raindrop', on solo
pianolnspired by the rainy atmosphere of the Majorcan winter, Chopin composed the Raindrop Prelude in D flat major in 1838.In her memoires, his partner George Sand talks about the argument they had when she told him that he was composing by simply imitating the sounds made by the raindrops on the roof, which enraged the composer! However, it was he himself who gave the, now very famous, nickname to his fifteenth Prelude.There are few easy pieces in Chopin's repertoire, but this Prelude is a good choice if you wish to play one of his pieces at an
intermediate level.In order to help you master the subtle interpretation of this "Raindrop" Prelude, we invite you to listen to the recording by Martha Argerich included in the Tomplay interactive score. This scrolls automatically on your screen with the reading cursor which allows you to follow the playing of the piece very easily.4. Schubert - Impromptu No. 3 in G flat major, D. 899, Opus 90 Play Schubert's Impromptu No. 3 on solo pianoln the same spirit as the poetic impromptu - a little piece in verse composed on-the-spot and without preparation - "in
promptu" meaning "available" - the musical impromptu is a free-form work in which the composer convinces the listener that it is a sort of instant improvisation.Schubert's Impromptus are a series of eight pieces for solo piano composed in 1827. They were published in two series of four impromptus each (D. 899 and D. 935).The Impromptu No. 3 in G flat major, D. 899, is part of a cycle of four Impromptus which Schubert composed during a holiday in Graz in Austria. He was staying there with a couple of friends, of whom the wife, Marie Pachler, was an
excellent pianist.This Impromptu is a demonstration of Schubert's exceptional lyrical facility, as well as his penchant for long melodic lines. While this third Impromptu appears to prolong the meditation of the first, the second and fourth shimmer like a gentle daydream.Perform the Impromptu No. 3, D. 899, Opus 90 drawing from the professional recording of the piece synchronised with the Tomplay interactive sheet music and adjust the tempo in order to easily put both hands together.5. Tchaikovsky - The Seasons - VI. June: Barcarolle Play the June
movement from Tchaikovsky's The Seasons on solo pianoLet's take a look at The Seasons cycle by Tchaikovsky, an ensemble of twelve short, characterful pieces for solo piano each illustrating one month of the year and created at the same time as his first Piano Concerto and his music for Swan Lake.These pieces were designed to be published in the Nouvelliste, a monthly music magazine in Saint Petersburg. Tchaikovsky found the exercise so simple that he asked his servant to remind him each month and then sent off a piece written in one go!In spite of
having been written with a certain degree of nonchalance, it is a brilliant cycle. Each piece making it up has its own charm and subtlety; they are sometimes playful, sometimes melancholy, but are all bewitching and typically Russian in character.These short works are all accompanied by several lines of poetry. Those attributed to the month of June - the sheet music we wanted to introduce you to here - were written by the Russian poet Alexei Pletcheiev:"Let us go to the shore;There the waves will kiss our legs.With mysterious sadnessThe stars will shine down
on us."The Barcarolle from June, from Tchaikovsky's The Seasons cycle, is classified at intermediate-advanced level in the Tomplay app. This contains fingering and is synchronised with the high-quality recording of a professional pianist to guide you.6. Yiruma - River Flows in You Play "River Flows in You" by Yiruma on solo pianoLet's continue our journey to the heart of time and get closer to our own era to explore the work of Yiruma, a South Korean pianist and composer. A New Age artist known the world over, he emerged like a revelation in 2001.His most
famous compositions are "Kiss the Rain" and "River Flows in You", a piece included in the soundtrack of the film Twilight. Light and airy, it is perfectly at home within our selection of gentle music.The main theme of "River Flows in You" is repeated and develops throughout the piece, like other pieces by the same composer. Although it is based on several chords, it is a very expressive and accessible piece which does not require a great deal of experience at the piano, but a certain sensitivity.Explore the Tomplay sheet music of "River Flows in You" by Yiruma
and take advantage of the separate hands function, fingering and the professional recording of the piece synchronised with the sheet music.7. Satie - Gymnopdie No. 1 Play Erik Satie's Gymnopdie No. 1 on solo pianoWho doesn't know the famous Gymnopdie No. 1 by Erik Satie? A slow waltz, misty and minimalist in nature, its title makes us think of a ritual dance by young naked dancers during the time of Ancient Greece. Even though it is now among the unmissable pieces for the piano, it didn't always have the same reputation!Composed in 1888, the
Gymnopdies were quickly published, but without great success. Several years later, wanting to give his friend Satie's career a boost, Claude Debussy decided to orchestrate them and perform them in concert. Unfortunately, nothing went as planned.Although the critics spared Debussy, what they wrote about Satie following this concert was particularly vicious: he is described as an "idiotic mystic", a "restless ignoramus" and even an "irritating, obsequious pothead" by one journalist at the Echo de Paris. Following the appearance of this article, the Gymnopdies
and, more widely, Satie's compositions, were not played in concert for some time.It was not until the no-less famous Maurice Ravel, also a friend of Satie's, decided to play three Satie works for the piano in concert in 1911. This time, the critics were full of admiration. Erik Satie and his Gymnopdies gained notoriety thanks to him.Practise playing Satie's Gymnopdie No. 1 with the Tomplay interactive sheet music: take advantage of the fingering included in the sheet music, the on-screen keyboard and the professional recording of the piece!8. Tiersen - Porz
Goret Play Porz Goret by Yann Tiersen on solo pianoKnown worldwide for his musical score for the film Le fabuleux destin d'Amlie Poulain, for which he obtained a Csar award in 2002, Yann Tiersen is a French singer-songwriter and multi-instrumentalist whose piano compositions are particularly remarkable.A native of Brittany, he followed an intensive course to learn the Breton language in six months. This mastery of the language has in particular allowed him to understand the names of the locations of the le d'Ouessant where he lives and to read
poems.This is how he developed the concept album EUSA ("Ouessant" in Breton). Each piano piece gives homage to a location on the island through recordings of the environment, GPS co-ordinates and photos of his wife, as well as her voice reciting text by the Breton poetess Anjela Duval.He says: "Ouessant is much more than my home - it's part of me. It was a matter of drawing a map of the island and therefore a map of who I am."Porz Goret, the piece we wanted to introduce to you here, translates as follows: the Porz is the shoreline and the Goret is a
ballast net of stones left on the porz at low tide. At high tide, the goret stands vertically thanks to buoys and allows fish to be caught.The atmospheres created by Yann Tiersen remind us of other pianists of our era such as Ludovico Einaudi and Yiruma, whom we mentioned just now.If you're not a complete beginner on the piano, don't hesitate to play the Tomplay sheet music of Porz Goret by Yann Tiersen. It is classified at intermediate level in the app and can be easily sightread. Take advantage too of the performance by Yann Tiersen himself, synchronised
with the sheet music.9. Schumann - Scenes from Childhood, Opus 15 - No. 1 "Of Foreign Lands and Peoples" Play Scenes from Childhood, Opus 15 - No. 1 "Of Foreign Lands and Peoples" on solo pianoThrough his Scenes from Childhood, Robert Schumann unveils his interest for the romantic cult of childhood. Are they pieces inspired by his own childhood, that of Clara Wieck, the love of his life, whom he met when he was nine years old, or a clever mixture of the two?On 17 March 1838, he wrote to Clara: Is it a response to what you wrote to me one day, that
you make me think of a child sometimes? If it is, you will see that this child has grown wings, as I have written more than thirty short pieces and have chosen a dozen of them which I will bring together under the name Scenes from Childhood. You will doubtless enjoy playing them, but you will have to forget that you are a virtuoso. You will have to restrain from effects, but let yourself go with their very simple, natural and unadorned grace.That year, he also composed several masterpieces for the piano, including his Kreisleriana, contrasting by their tormented
character more appropriate to the troubled period the composer was going through at this time.The first piece in this Cycle and one of the most well-known, "Of Foreign Lands and Peoples" invites the player to work on the technique of the left hand and to understand the two voices which it brings together, in addition to the joyful melody of the right hand. It is a very good exercise for working on the independence of the fingers.You will find the sheet music with fingering in the Tomplay app. It also contains a performance by the pianist Vladimir Horowitz
which you can listen to as you like and which will make the process of learning the piece easier.10. Handel - Suite No. 1 in B flat major, HWV 434 - IV. Minuet (Arr. W. Kempff) Play the Minuet from Handel's Suite No. 1, HWV 434To end this gentle journey, we wanted to introduce you to our hidden gem: less well known that the Sarabande in D minor from Suite No. 4 which is heard particularly in Stanley Kubrick's Barry Lyndon, this Minuet from Suite No. 1, also composed by Handel, is a little graceful jewel.The melancholy key of this minuet in G minor and
the moderate 3-beat tempo characteristic of the minuet - in which dancers used to make "dainty" little steps - give this piece the quite individual charm of the baroque style.Although the date of composition of this minuet remains mysterious, we can guess that it was published for the first time in 1733 in the Suite de pices collection.Just like other keyboard pieces composed by Handel, this minuet was originally designed for the harpsichord. The arrangement by Wilhelm Kempff - including in particular the addition of octaves and arpeggio chords, as well as an
enrichment of the harmony - is aimed at highlighting the tones of the piano.You can find his own performance included in the Tomplay interactive sheet music of the Suite No. 1 in B flat major, HWV 434 - IV. Suite bergamasque, L.75 - No. 3 Clair de Lune Play Debussy's Clair de Lune on solo pianoLet's begin our journey by visiting a must of classical music, written by one of the most remarkable composers of the post-romantic/modern period: Debussy's famous Clair de Lune.Claude Debussy had a complex, elusive personality which was both timid and wild, awkward and astonishing, and he was seen as eccentric by his teachers.He was passionate about music, poetry and art and was also a bit of a womaniser. He had one daughter, Chouchou, with Emma Bardac, his
second wife, who was at his side until he died.Debussy was a musical painter, substituting notes for colours. Among his most well-known works are La fille aux Cheveux de Lin (The Girl with the Flaxen Hair in English), Arabesque No. 1, Rverie and the famous Clair de Lune, from the Suite Bergamasque.This Suite is often considered the best composition for the piano from his youth. Written around 1890, it was published in 1905 and is in four movements, Prlude, Menuet, Clair de Lune and Passepied.In order to perform the Clair de Lune correctly, you firstly
have to think about your tempo before you begin to play. If the tempo is too slow, the phrasing will lack suppleness and expression.In the same way, the left hand should be played more softly than the right hand, so you must ensure that the sound is balanced.To finish, enjoy the rubato section! Let your performance flow freely.Classified at intermediate-advanced level in the Tomplay app, Debussy's Clair de Lune is accessible to amateur pianists who have already been practising for some years, particularly owing to its delicate playing.The original Tomplay
sheet music of the Clair de Lune contains fingering, as well as a studio recording by a professional pianist to help you learn it.2. Liszt - Liebestraum No. 3 (Dream of Love) Play Liszt's Liebestraum (Dream of Love) on solo pianoMany pianists tremble at the name of Franz Liszt! Extreme virtuosity, tumultuous harmonies and diabolical trills: these are words which come to mind to describe the work of this passionate, impetuous character who was one of the greatest pianists in the history of music.However, Liszt also composed some very profound pieces with
gentle, expressive melodies. This is particularly the case with Liebestraum No. 3 (Dream of Love), composed between 1843 and 1850 and taken from a collection of three Liebestrame.Was Liszt inspired to write this by his own love affair with Marie d'Agoult, made difficult by the distance between them?At all events, we know that the collection was at first thought of as an accompaniment to three poems written by Ludwig Uhland and Ferdinand Freiligath. The most common interpretation is that they each describe a form of love. After having talked about
religious love in the first poem, Uhland dedicated his second poem to erotic love. As for the third text by Freiligath, this depicts unconditional love: "O lieb, solang du lieben kannst!" ("Love as long as you can love!").This sheet music is not that easy! Performing it requires impeccable fingering as it is both tender and melancholy and, as with many pieces by Franz Liszt, mastering the technique requires a certain level of virtuosity.We have arranged Liebestraum No. 3 in several levels of difficulty (from very easy to intermediate-advanced) in order to make this
piece accessible to all pianists. You will find the first Poco allegro con affetto part there, which is perfectly suited to this selection of gentle music.Explore the Tomplay interactive sheet music of Liebestraum No. 3 (Dream of Love) and let yourself be carried away by the performance by Daniel Barenboim synchronised with the sheet music.3. Chopin - Prelude No. 15 in D flat major, 'The Raindrop', Opus 28 Play Chopin's Prelude No. 15, 'The Raindrop', on solo pianolnspired by the rainy atmosphere of the Majorcan winter, Chopin composed the Raindrop Prelude
in D flat major in 1838.In her memoires, his partner George Sand talks about the argument they had when she told him that he was composing by simply imitating the sounds made by the raindrops on the roof, which enraged the composer! However, it was he himself who gave the, now very famous, nickname to his fifteenth Prelude.There are few easy pieces in Chopin's repertoire, but this Prelude is a good choice if you wish to play one of his pieces at an intermediate level.In order to help you master the subtle interpretation of this "Raindrop" Prelude, we
invite you to listen to the recording by Martha Argerich included in the Tomplay interactive score. This scrolls automatically on your screen with the reading cursor which allows you to follow the playing of the piece very easily.4. Schubert - Impromptu No. 3 in G flat major, D. 899, Opus 90 Play Schubert's Impromptu No. 3 on solo pianoln the same spirit as the poetic impromptu - a little piece in verse composed on-the-spot and without preparation - "in promptu" meaning "available" - the musical impromptu is a free-form work in which the composer convinces
the listener that it is a sort of instant improvisation.Schubert's Impromptus are a series of eight pieces for solo piano composed in 1827. They were published in two series of four impromptus each (D. 899 and D. 935).The Impromptu No. 3 in G flat major, D. 899, is part of a cycle of four Impromptus which Schubert composed during a holiday in Graz in Austria. He was staying there with a couple of friends, of whom the wife, Marie Pachler, was an excellent pianist.This Impromptu is a demonstration of Schubert's exceptional lyrical facility, as well as his
penchant for long melodic lines. While this third Impromptu appears to prolong the meditation of the first, the second and fourth shimmer like a gentle daydream.Perform the Impromptu No. 3, D. 899, Opus 90 drawing from the professional recording of the piece synchronised with the Tomplay interactive sheet music and adjust the tempo in order to easily put both hands together.5. Tchaikovsky - The Seasons - VI. June: Barcarolle Play the June movement from Tchaikovsky's The Seasons on solo pianoLet's take a look at The Seasons cycle by Tchaikovsky, an
ensemble of twelve short, characterful pieces for solo piano each illustrating one month of the year and created at the same time as his first Piano Concerto and his music for Swan Lake.These pieces were designed to be published in the Nouvelliste, a monthly music magazine in Saint Petersburg. Tchaikovsky found the exercise so simple that he asked his servant to remind him each month and then sent off a piece written in one go!In spite of having been written with a certain degree of nonchalance, it is a brilliant cycle. Each piece making it up has its own
charm and subtlety; they are sometimes playful, sometimes melancholy, but are all bewitching and typically Russian in character.These short works are all accompanied by several lines of poetry. Those attributed to the month of June - the sheet music we wanted to introduce you to here - were written by the Russian poet Alexei Pletcheiev:"Let us go to the shore;There the waves will kiss our legs.With mysterious sadnessThe stars will shine down on us."The Barcarolle from June, from Tchaikovsky's The Seasons cycle, is classified at intermediate-advanced level
in the Tomplay app. This contains fingering and is synchronised with the high-quality recording of a professional pianist to guide you.6. Yiruma - River Flows in You Play "River Flows in You" by Yiruma on solo pianoLet's continue our journey to the heart of time and get closer to our own era to explore the work of Yiruma, a South Korean pianist and composer. A New Age artist known the world over, he emerged like a revelation in 2001.His most famous compositions are "Kiss the Rain" and "River Flows in You", a piece included in the soundtrack of the film
Twilight. Light and airy, it is perfectly at home within our selection of gentle music.The main theme of "River Flows in You" is repeated and develops throughout the piece, like other pieces by the same composer. Although it is based on several chords, it is a very expressive and accessible piece which does not require a great deal of experience at the piano, but a certain sensitivity.Explore the Tomplay sheet music of "River Flows in You" by Yiruma and take advantage of the separate hands function, fingering and the professional recording of the piece
synchronised with the sheet music.7. Satie - Gymnopdie No. 1 Play Erik Satie's Gymnopdie No. 1 on solo pianoWho doesn't know the famous Gymnopdie No. 1 by Erik Satie? A slow waltz, misty and minimalist in nature, its title makes us think of a ritual dance by young naked dancers during the time of Ancient Greece. Even though it is now among the unmissable pieces for the piano, it didn't always have the same reputation!Composed in 1888, the Gymnopdies were quickly published, but without great success. Several years later, wanting to give his friend
Satie's career a boost, Claude Debussy decided to orchestrate them and perform them in concert. Unfortunately, nothing went as planned.Although the critics spared Debussy, what they wrote about Satie following this concert was particularly vicious: he is described as an "idiotic mystic", a "restless ignoramus" and even an "irritating, obsequious pothead" by one journalist at the Echo de Paris. Following the appearance of this article, the Gymnopdies and, more widely, Satie's compositions, were not played in concert for some time.It was not until the no-less
famous Maurice Ravel, also a friend of Satie's, decided to play three Satie works for the piano in concert in 1911. This time, the critics were full of admiration. Erik Satie and his Gymnopdies gained notoriety thanks to him.Practise playing Satie's Gymnopdie No. 1 with the Tomplay interactive sheet music: take advantage of the fingering included in the sheet music, the on-screen keyboard and the professional recording of the piece!8. Tiersen - Porz Goret Play Porz Goret by Yann Tiersen on solo pianoKnown worldwide for his musical score for the film Le
fabuleux destin d'Amlie Poulain, for which he obtained a Csar award in 2002, Yann Tiersen is a French singer-songwriter and multi-instrumentalist whose piano compositions are particularly remarkable.A native of Brittany, he followed an intensive course to learn the Breton language in six months. This mastery of the language has in particular allowed him to understand the names of the locations of the le d'Ouessant where he lives and to read poems.This is how he developed the concept album EUSA ("Ouessant" in Breton). Each piano piece gives homage to
a location on the island through recordings of the environment, GPS co-ordinates and photos of his wife, as well as her voice reciting text by the Breton poetess Anjela Duval.He says: "Ouessant is much more than my home - it's part of me. It was a matter of drawing a map of the island and therefore a map of who I am."Porz Goret, the piece we wanted to introduce to you here, translates as follows: the Porz is the shoreline and the Goret is a ballast net of stones left on the porz at low tide. At high tide, the goret stands vertically thanks to buoys and allows fish
to be caught.The atmospheres created by Yann Tiersen remind us of other pianists of our era such as Ludovico Einaudi and Yiruma, whom we mentioned just now.If you're not a complete beginner on the piano, don't hesitate to play the Tomplay sheet music of Porz Goret by Yann Tiersen. It is classified at intermediate level in the app and can be easily sightread. Take advantage too of the performance by Yann Tiersen himself, synchronised with the sheet music.9. Schumann - Scenes from Childhood, Opus 15 - No. 1 "Of Foreign Lands and Peoples" Play Scenes
from Childhood, Opus 15 - No. 1 "Of Foreign Lands and Peoples" on solo pianoThrough his Scenes from Childhood, Robert Schumann unveils his interest for the romantic cult of childhood. Are they pieces inspired by his own childhood, that of Clara Wieck, the love of his life, whom he met when he was nine years old, or a clever mixture of the two?On 17 March 1838, he wrote to Clara: Is it a response to what you wrote to me one day, that you make me think of a child sometimes? If it is, you will see that this child has grown wings, as I have written more than
thirty short pieces and have chosen a dozen of them which I will bring together under the name Scenes from Childhood. You will doubtless enjoy playing them, but you will have to forget that you are a virtuoso. You will have to restrain from effects, but let yourself go with their very simple, natural and unadorned grace.That year, he also composed several masterpieces for the piano, including his Kreisleriana, contrasting by their tormented character more appropriate to the troubled period the composer was going through at this time.The first piece in this
Cycle and one of the most well-known, "Of Foreign Lands and Peoples" invites the player to work on the technique of the left hand and to understand the two voices which it brings together, in addition to the joyful melody of the right hand. It is a very good exercise for working on the independence of the fingers.You will find the sheet music with fingering in the Tomplay app. It also contains a performance by the pianist Vladimir Horowitz which you can listen to as you like and which will make the process of learning the piece easier.10. B flat major, HWV 434 - IV. Minuet (Arr. W. Kempff) Play the Minuet from Handel's Suite No. 1, HWV 434To end this gentle journey, we wanted to introduce you to our hidden gem: less well known that the Sarabande in D minor from Suite No. 4 which is heard particularly in Stanley Kubrick's Barry Lyndon, this Minuet from Suite No. 1, also composed by Handel, is a little graceful jewel.The melancholy key of this minuet in G minor and the moderate 3-beat tempo characteristic of the minuet - in which dancers used to make "dainty" little steps - give this piece
the quite individual charm of the baroque style.Although the date of composition of this minuet remains mysterious, we can guess that it was published for the first time in 1733 in the Suite de pices collection.Just like other keyboard pieces composed by Handel, this minuet was originally designed for the harpsichord. The arrangement by Wilhelm Kempff - including in particular the addition of octaves and arpeggio chords, as well as an enrichment of the harmony - is aimed at highlighting the tones of the piano.You can find his own performance included in the
Tomplay interactive sheet music of the Suite No. 1 in B flat major, HWV 434 - IV. surpreendente, e era visto como excntrico por seus professores.Era apaixonado por msica, poesia e arte, e tambm era um pouco conquistador. Teve uma filha, a Chouchou, com Emma Bardac, sua segunda esposa, que ficou ao seu lado at a morte do compositor.Debussy era um pintor musical, substituindo as notas pelas cores. Entre suas obras mais conhecidas, esto La fille aux Cheveux de Lin (A Garota dos Cabelos de Linho, em Portugus), Arabesque No. 1, Rverie e a famosa Clair de Lune, da Sute Bergamasque.Essa Sute frequentemente considerada a melhor
composio para piano da sua juventude. Composta por volta de 1890, foi publicada em 1905 e possui quatro movimentos: Prlude, Menuet, Clair de Lune, e Passepied.Para tocar Clair de Lune corretamente, primeiro voc precisa refletir sobre o andamento antes de comear a tocar. Se o tempo for muito lento, o fraseado ir carecer de flexibilidade e expresso.Da mesma forma, a mo esquerda deve ser tocada mais suavemente do que a mo direita, ento voc deve se certificar de que o som est equilibrado.E, para finalizar, aproveite a seo de rubato! Deixe sua
performance fluir livremente.Classificada como um nvel intermedirio-avanado no aplicativo Tomplay, a obra Clair de Lune acessvel a pianistas amadores que j esto praticando h alguns anos, particularmente devido sua delicadeza.A partitura original de Clair de Lune contm a digitao, bem como uma gravao de estdio feita por um pianista profissional, para ajud-lo a aprender a pea.2. Liszt - Liebestraum No. 3 (Sonho de Amor) Toque Liebestraum (Sonho de Amor) de Liszt no piano soloMuitos pianistas tremem ao ouvir o nome Franz Liszt! Virtuosidade extrema,
harmonias tumultuosas e trinados diablicos: essas so palavras que vm em mente ao tentar descrever a obra desse compositor apaixonado e impetuoso, e que foi um dos maiores pianistas da histria da msica.No entanto, Liszt tambm comps algumas peas muito profundas com melodias expressivas e delicadas. Esse o caso de Liebestraum No. 3 (Sonho de Amor), composta entre 1843 e 1850, parte de uma coleo de trs Liebestrame.Teria Liszt sido inspirado a escrever esta pea pelo seu prprio romance com Marie d'Agoult, dificultado pela distncia entre eles?De
qualquer forma, sabemos que a coleo foi pensada inicialmente como um acompanhamento para trs poemas escritos por Ludwig Uhland e Ferdinand Freiligrath. A interpretao mais comum que cada um deles descreve uma forma de amor. Depois de ter falado sobre o amor religioso no primeiro poema, Uhland dedicou seu segundo poema ao amor ertico. J o terceiro texto de Freiligath descreve o amor incondicional: "O lieb, solang du lieben kannst!"("Ame enquanto puder amar!")E a partitura no to fcil! Interpretar essa obra requer uma digitao impecvel, j que ela
ao mesmo tempo suave e melanclica e, como muitas peas de Franz Liszt, para ser capaz de domin-la preciso de um certo nvel de virtuosismo.Ns arranjamos Liebestraum No. 3 em vrios nveis de dificuldade (do muito fcil at intermedirio-avanado) para tornar esta pea possvel a todos os pianistas. Voc encontrar a primeira parte Poco allegro con affetto, que perfeitamente adequada para esta seleo de msicas delicadas.Explore a partitura interativa Tomplay de Liebestraum No. 3 (Sonho de Amor) e deixe-se levar pela performance de Daniel Barenboim sincronizada
com a partitura.3. Chopin - Preldio No. 15 em R Bemol Maior, 'The Raindrop' (‘Gota d'gua'), Opus 28 Toque o Preldio No. 15, 'The Raindrop' ('Gota d'gua‘'), de Chopin no piano soloInspirado pela atmosfera chuvosa dos invernos maiorquinos, Chopin comps o Preldio "Raindrop" (Gota d'gua) em R Bemol Maior no ano de 1838.Em suas memrias, sua parceira George Sand fala sobre a discusso que tiveram quando ela comentou que ele estava simplesmente imitando os sons das gotas de chuva no telhado ao compor, o que deixou o compositor furioso! No entanto,
foi o prprio compositor que concedeu ao seu dcimo quinto preldio o famoso apelido de "Raindrop" (Gota d'gua).Existem poucas peas fceis no repertrio de Chopin, mas esse Preldio uma boa escolha se voc quiser tocar uma de suas peas em um nvel intermedirio.Para lhe ajudar a dominar a interpretao sutil do Preldio "Raindrop", convidamos voc a ouvir a gravao de Martha Argerich includa na partitura interativa Tomplay. Ele estava hospedado com um casal de amigos em que a esposa, Marie Pachler, era uma exmia pianista.Esse Impromptu uma demonstrao da facilidade Irica excepcional de Schubert, assim como de sua propenso a linhas meldicas longas. Enquanto seu terceiro Impromptu parece prolongar a meditao do primeiro, o segundo e o quarto soam como um suave devaneio.Estude o Impromptu No. 3, D. 899, Opus 90 com a
gravao profissional da pea sincronizada com a partitura interativa Tomplay e ajuste o andamento para encaixar as duas mos facilmente.5. Tchaikovsky - As Estaes - VI. Junho: Barcarola Toque o movimento Junho da obra de Tchaikovsky As Estaes no piano soloVamos dar uma olhada no ciclo As Estaes, de Tchaikovsky, uma seleo de doze curtas e caractersticas peas para piano solo que ilustram cada uma um ms do ano, compostas na mesma poca que o seu primeiro Concerto para Piano e O Lago dos Cisnes.Essas peas foram escritas para serem publicadas na
Nouvelliste, uma revista de msica mensal em So Petersburgo. Tchaikovsky achou este exerccio to simples que pediu ao seu criado que o lembrasse todos os meses e enviou a pea escrita de uma s vez!Apesar de ter sido escrito com uma certa facilidade, um ciclo brilhante. Cada pea que o compe tem seu prprio charme e sutileza; so por vezes divertidas, por vezes melanclicas, mas so todas fascinantes e tipicamente russas.Essas obras curtas so todas acompanhadas por vrias poesias. As atribudas ao ms de Junho - que a pea que queremos mostrar a voc aqui -
foram escritas pelo poeta russo Alexei Pletcheiev:"Let us go to the shore; (Vamos para a costa;)There the waves will kiss our legs. (L as ondas iro beijar nossas pernas.)With mysterious sadness (Com uma tristeza misteriosa)The stars will shine down on us. (As estrelas brilharo em ns.)"A Barcarola de Junho, do ciclo de Tchaikovsky As Estaes, classificada como um nvel intermedirio-avanado no aplicativo Tomplay. A partitura contm a digitao e est sincronizada com a gravao de alta qualidade de um pianista profissional para gui-lo.6. Yiruma - River Flows in You
Toque "River Flows in You" de Yiruma no piano soloVamos continuar nossa jornada ao corao do tempo e nos aproximar de nossa prpria era para explorar a obra de Yiruma, pianista e compositor sul-coreano. Um artista New Age conhecido no mundo todo, ele surgiu como uma revelao em 2001.Suas composies mais famosas so "Kiss the Rain" e "River Flows in You", pea que foi includa na trilha sonora do filme Crepsculo. Leve e delicada, encaixa perfeitamente em nossa seleo de peas mais delicadas.O tema principal de "River Flows in You" se repete e se
desenvolve ao longo da pea, assim como em outras obras do mesmo compositor. Satie - Gymnopdie No. 1 Toque a Gymnopdie No. 1 de Erik Satie piano soloWho doesn't know the famous Gymnopdie No. 1 by Erik Satie? A slow waltz, misty and
minimalist in nature, its title makes us think of a ritual dance by young naked dancers during the time of Ancient Greece. Even though it is now among the unmissable pieces for the piano, it didn't always have the same reputation!Composed in 1888, the Gymnopdies were quickly published, but without great success. Several years later, wanting to give his friend Satie's career a boost, Claude Debussy decided to orchestrate them and perform them in concert. Unfortunately, nothing went as planned.Although the critics spared Debussy, what they wrote about
Satie following this concert was particularly vicious: he is described as an "idiotic mystic", a "restless ignoramus" and even an "irritating, obsequious pothead" by one journalist at the Echo de Paris. Following the appearance of this article, the Gymnopdies and, more widely, Satie's compositions, were not played in concert for some time.It was not until the no-less famous Maurice Ravel, also a friend of Satie's, decided to play three Satie works for the piano in concert in 1911. This time, the critics were full of admiration. Erik Satie and his Gymnopdies gained
notoriety thanks to him.Practise playing Satie's Gymnopdie No. 1 with the Tomplay interactive sheet music: take advantage of the fingering included in the sheet music, the on-screen keyboard and the professional recording of the piece!8. Tiersen - Porz Goret Toque Porz Goret de Yann Tiersen no piano soloKnown worldwide for his musical score for the film Le fabuleux destin d'Amlie Poulain, for which he obtained a Csar award in 2002, Yann Tiersen is a French singer-songwriter and multi-instrumentalist whose piano compositions are particularly
remarkable.A native of Brittany, he followed an intensive course to learn the Breton language in six months. This mastery of the language has in particular allowed him to understand the names of the locations of the le d'Ouessant where he lives and to read poems.This is how he developed the concept album EUSA ("Ouessant" in Breton). Each piano piece gives homage to a location on the island through recordings of the environment, GPS co-ordinates and photos of his wife, as well as her voice reciting text by the Breton poetess Anjela Duval.He says:
"Ouessant is much more than my home - it's part of me. It was a matter of drawing a map of the island and therefore a map of who I am."Porz Goret, the piece we wanted to introduce to you here, translates as follows: the Porz is the shoreline and the Goret is a ballast net of stones left on the porz at low tide. At high tide, the goret stands vertically thanks to buoys and allows fish to be caught.The atmospheres created by Yann Tiersen remind us of other pianists of our era such as Ludovico Einaudi and Yiruma, whom we mentioned just now.If you're not a
complete beginner on the piano, don't hesitate to play the Tomplay sheet music of Porz Goret by Yann Tiersen. It is classified at intermediate level in the app and can be easily sightread. Take advantage too of the performance by Yann Tiersen himself, synchronised with the sheet music.9. Precisar se conter e deixar-se levar pela graa muito simples, natural e sem adornos".Naquele ano, ele comps tambm vrias obras-primas para o piano, incluindo sua Kreisleriana, contrastando pelo seu carter atormentado mais adequado ao conturbado perodo pelo qual o compositor estava passando no momento.A primeira pea neste ciclo e uma das mais conhecidas, "De Povos e Terras Distantes" convida o intrprete a trabalhar sua tcnica da mo esquerda e a compreender as duas vozes que ela une, para alm da alegre melodia da mo direita. um timo
exerccio para trabalhar a independncia dos dedos.Voc encontra a partitura com a digitao no aplicativo Tomplay. Tambm contm a performance do pianista Vladimir Horowitz, que voc pode ouvir o quanto quiser e que tornar o processo de aprendizado da pea mais fcil.10. Kempff) Toque o Minuet da Sute No. 1 de Hndel, HWV 434Para encerrar esta jornada delicada, gostaramos de apresentar voc ao nosso tesouro: menos conhecida do que a Sarabanda em R Menor da Sute No. 4, que pode ser
ouvida particularmente em Barry Lyndon, de Stanley Kubrick, esse minueto da Sute No. 1, tambm composta por Hndel, um pequena e graciosa joia.A tonalidade melanclica deste minueto em Sol Menor e o moderado pulso de 3 tempos caracterstico do minueto - em que os danarinos costumavam fazer pequenos passos delicados - conferem a esta pea o charme nico do estilo barroco.Embora a data desta composio seja um mistrio, podemos adivinhar que ela foi publicada pela primeira vez em 1733 na coleo Suite de pices.Assim como outras peas para teclado
compostas por Hndel, esse minueto foi escrito originalmente para o cravo. Play the most beautiful, gentle and relaxing music on the pianol.Debussy - Suite bergamasque, L.75 - No. 3 Clair de Lune Play Debussy's Clair de Lune on solo pianoLet's begin our journey by
visiting a must of classical music, written by one of the most remarkable composers of the post-romantic/modern period: Debussy's famous Clair de Lune.Claude Debussy had a complex, elusive personality which was both timid and wild, awkward and astonishing, and he was seen as eccentric by his teachers.He was passionate about music, poetry and art and was also a bit of a womaniser. He had one daughter, Chouchou, with Emma Bardac, his second wife, who was at his side until he died.Debussy was a musical painter, substituting notes for colours. Among
his most well-known works are La fille aux Cheveux de Lin (The Girl with the Flaxen Hair in English), Arabesque No. 1, Rverie and the famous Clair de Lune, from the Suite Bergamasque.This Suite is often considered the best composition for the piano from his youth. Written around 1890, it was published in 1905 and is in four movements, Prlude, Menuet, Clair de Lune and Passepied.In order to perform the Clair de Lune correctly, you firstly have to think about your tempo before you begin to play. If the tempo is too slow, the phrasing will lack suppleness
and expression.In the same way, the left hand should be played more softly than the right hand, so you must ensure that the sound is balanced.To finish, enjoy the rubato section! Let your performance flow freely.Classified at intermediate-advanced level in the Tomplay app, Debussy's Clair de Lune is accessible to amateur pianists who have already been practising for some years, particularly owing to its delicate playing.The original Tomplay sheet music of the Clair de Lune contains fingering, as well as a studio recording by a professional pianist to help you
learn it.2. Liszt - Liebestraum No. 3 (Dream of Love) Play Liszt's Liebestraum (Dream of Love) on solo pianoMany pianists tremble at the name of Franz Liszt! Extreme virtuosity, tumultuous harmonies and diabolical trills: these are words which come to mind to describe the work of this passionate, impetuous character who was one of the greatest pianists in the history of music.However, Liszt also composed some very profound pieces with gentle, expressive melodies. This is particularly the case with Liebestraum No. 3 (Dream of Love), composed between
1843 and 1850 and taken from a collection of three Liebestrame.Was Liszt inspired to write this by his own love affair with Marie d'Agoult, made difficult by the distance between them?At all events, we know that the collection was at first thought of as an accompaniment to three poems written by Ludwig Uhland and Ferdinand Freiligath. The most common interpretation is that they each describe a form of love. After having talked about religious love in the first poem, Uhland dedicated his second poem to erotic love. As for the third text by Freiligath, this
depicts unconditional love: "O lieb, solang du lieben kannst!" ("Love as long as you can love!").This sheet music is not that easy! Performing it requires impeccable fingering as it is both tender and melancholy and, as with many pieces by Franz Liszt, mastering the technique requires a certain level of virtuosity.We have arranged Liebestraum No. 3 in several levels of difficulty (from very easy to intermediate-advanced) in order to make this piece accessible to all pianists. You will find the first Poco allegro con affetto part there, which is perfectly suited to this
selection of gentle music.Explore the Tomplay interactive sheet music of Liebestraum No. 3 (Dream of Love) and let yourself be carried away by the performance by Daniel Barenboim synchronised with the sheet music.3. Chopin - Prelude No. 15 in D flat major, 'The Raindrop', Opus 28 Play Chopin's Prelude No. 15, 'The Raindrop', on solo pianolnspired by the rainy atmosphere of the Majorcan winter, Chopin composed the Raindrop Prelude in D flat major in 1838.In her memoires, his partner George Sand talks about the argument they had when she told him
that he was composing by simply imitating the sounds made by the raindrops on the roof, which enraged the composer! However, it was he himself who gave the, now very famous, nickname to his fifteenth Prelude.There are few easy pieces in Chopin's repertoire, but this Prelude is a good choice if you wish to play one of his pieces at an intermediate level.In order to help you master the subtle interpretation of this "Raindrop" Prelude, we invite you to listen to the recording by Martha Argerich included in the Tomplay interactive score. This scrolls
automatically on your screen with the reading cursor which allows you to follow the playing of the piece very easily.4. Schubert - Impromptu No. 3 in G flat major, D. 899, Opus 90 Play Schubert's Impromptu No. 3 on solo pianoln the same spirit as the poetic impromptu - a little piece in verse composed on-the-spot and without preparation - "in promptu" meaning "available" - the musical impromptu is a free-form work in which the composer convinces the listener that it is a sort of instant improvisation.Schubert's Impromptus are a series of eight pieces for solo
piano composed in 1827. They were published in two series of four impromptus each (D. 899 and D. 935).The Impromptu No. 3 in G flat major, D. 899, is part of a cycle of four Impromptus which Schubert composed during a holiday in Graz in Austria. He was staying there with a couple of friends, of whom the wife, Marie Pachler, was an excellent pianist.This Impromptu is a demonstration of Schubert's exceptional lyrical facility, as well as his penchant for long melodic lines. While this third Impromptu appears to prolong the meditation of the first, the second
and fourth shimmer like a gentle daydream.Perform the Impromptu No. 3, D. 899, Opus 90 drawing from the professional recording of the piece synchronised with the Tomplay interactive sheet music and adjust the tempo in order to easily put both hands together.5. Tchaikovsky - The Seasons - VI. June: Barcarolle Play the June movement from Tchaikovsky's The Seasons on solo pianoLet's take a look at The Seasons cycle by Tchaikovsky, an ensemble of twelve short, characterful pieces for solo piano each illustrating one month of the year and created at the
same time as his first Piano Concerto and his music for Swan Lake.These pieces were designed to be published in the Nouvelliste, a monthly music magazine in Saint Petersburg. Tchaikovsky found the exercise so simple that he asked his servant to remind him each month and then sent off a piece written in one go!In spite of having been written with a certain degree of nonchalance, it is a brilliant cycle. Each piece making it up has its own charm and subtlety; they are sometimes playful, sometimes melancholy, but are all bewitching and typically Russian in
character.These short works are all accompanied by several lines of poetry. Those attributed to the month of June - the sheet music we wanted to introduce you to here - were written by the Russian poet Alexei Pletcheiev:"Let us go to the shore;There the waves will kiss our legs.With mysterious sadnessThe stars will shine down on us."The Barcarolle from June, from Tchaikovsky's The Seasons cycle, is classified at intermediate-advanced level in the Tomplay app. This contains fingering and is synchronised with the high-quality recording of a professional
pianist to guide you.6. Yiruma - River Flows in You Play "River Flows in You" by Yiruma on solo pianoLet's continue our journey to the heart of time and get closer to our own era to explore the work of Yiruma, a South Korean pianist and composer. A New Age artist known the world over, he emerged like a revelation in 2001.His most famous compositions are "Kiss the Rain" and "River Flows in You", a piece included in the soundtrack of the film Twilight. Light and airy, it is perfectly at home within our selection of gentle music.The main theme of "River Flows
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in You" is repeated and develops throughout the piece, like other pieces by the same composer. Although it is based on several chords, it is a very expressive and accessible piece which does not require a great deal of experience at the piano, but a certain sensitivity. Explore the Tomplay sheet music of "River Flows in You" by Yiruma and take advantage of the separate hands function, fingering and the professional recording of the piece synchronised with the sheet music.7. Satie - Gymnopdie No. 1 Play Erik Satie's Gymnopdie No. 1 on solo pianoWho doesn't
know the famous Gymnopdie No. 1 by Erik Satie? A slow waltz, misty and minimalist in nature, its title makes us think of a ritual dance by young naked dancers during the time of Ancient Greece. Even though it is now among the unmissable pieces for the piano, it didn't always have the same reputation!Composed in 1888, the Gymnopdies were quickly published, but without great success. Several years later, wanting to give his friend Satie's career a boost, Claude Debussy decided to orchestrate them and perform them in concert. Unfortunately, nothing went
as planned.Although the critics spared Debussy, what they wrote about Satie following this concert was particularly vicious: he is described as an "idiotic mystic", a "restless ignoramus" and even an "irritating, obsequious pothead" by one journalist at the Echo de Paris. Following the appearance of this article, the Gymnopdies and, more widely, Satie's compositions, were not played in concert for some time.It was not until the no-less famous Maurice Ravel, also a friend of Satie's, decided to play three Satie works for the piano in concert in 1911. This time, the
critics were full of admiration. Erik Satie and his Gymnopdies gained notoriety thanks to him.Practise playing Satie's Gymnopdie No. 1 with the Tomplay interactive sheet music: take advantage of the fingering included in the sheet music, the on-screen keyboard and the professional recording of the piece!8. Tiersen - Porz Goret Play Porz Goret by Yann Tiersen on solo pianoKnown worldwide for his musical score for the film Le fabuleux destin d'Amlie Poulain, for which he obtained a Csar award in 2002, Yann Tiersen is a French singer-songwriter and multi-
instrumentalist whose piano compositions are particularly remarkable.A native of Brittany, he followed an intensive course to learn the Breton language in six months. This mastery of the language has in particular allowed him to understand the names of the locations of the le d'Ouessant where he lives and to read poems.This is how he developed the concept album EUSA ("Ouessant" in Breton). Each piano piece gives homage to a location on the island through recordings of the environment, GPS co-ordinates and photos of his wife, as well as her voice
reciting text by the Breton poetess Anjela Duval.He says: "Ouessant is much more than my home - it's part of me. It was a matter of drawing a map of the island and therefore a map of who I am."Porz Goret, the piece we wanted to introduce to you here, translates as follows: the Porz is the shoreline and the Goret is a ballast net of stones left on the porz at low tide. At high tide, the goret stands vertically thanks to buoys and allows fish to be caught.The atmospheres created by Yann Tiersen remind us of other pianists of our era such as Ludovico Einaudi and
Yiruma, whom we mentioned just now.If you're not a complete beginner on the piano, don't hesitate to play the Tomplay sheet music of Porz Goret by Yann Tiersen. It is classified at intermediate level in the app and can be easily sightread. Take advantage too of the performance by Yann Tiersen himself, synchronised with the sheet music.9. Schumann - Scenes from Childhood, Opus 15 - No. 1 "Of Foreign Lands and Peoples" Play Scenes from Childhood, Opus 15 - No. 1 "Of Foreign Lands and Peoples" on solo pianoThrough his Scenes from Childhood, Robert
Schumann unveils his interest for the romantic cult of childhood. Are they pieces inspired by his own childhood, that of Clara Wieck, the love of his life, whom he met when he was nine years old, or a clever mixture of the two?On 17 March 1838, he wrote to Clara: Is it a response to what you wrote to me one day, that you make me think of a child sometimes? If it is, you will see that this child has grown wings, as I have written more than thirty short pieces and have chosen a dozen of them which I will bring together under the name Scenes from Childhood.
You will doubtless enjoy playing them, but you will have to forget that you are a virtuoso. You will have to restrain from effects, but let yourself go with their very simple, natural and unadorned grace.That year, he also composed several masterpieces for the piano, including his Kreisleriana, contrasting by their tormented character more appropriate to the troubled period the composer was going through at this time.The first piece in this Cycle and one of the most well-known, "Of Foreign Lands and Peoples" invites the player to work on the technique of the
left hand and to understand the two voices which it brings together, in addition to the joyful melody of the right hand. It is a very good exercise for working on the independence of the fingers.You will find the sheet music with fingering in the Tomplay app. It also contains a performance by the pianist Vladimir Horowitz which you can listen to as you like and which will make the process of learning the piece easier.10. Handel - Suite No. 1 in B flat major, HWV 434 - IV. Minuet (Arr. W. Kempff) Play the Minuet from Handel's Suite No. 1, HWV 434To end this
gentle journey, we wanted to introduce you to our hidden gem: less well known that the Sarabande in D minor from Suite No. 4 which is heard particularly in Stanley Kubrick's Barry Lyndon, this Minuet from Suite No. 1, also composed by Handel, is a little graceful jewel.The melancholy key of this minuet in G minor and the moderate 3-beat tempo characteristic of the minuet - in which dancers used to make "dainty" little steps - give this piece the quite individual charm of the baroque style.Although the date of composition of this minuet remains mysterious,
we can guess that it was published for the first time in 1733 in the Suite de pices collection.Just like other keyboard pieces composed by Handel, this minuet was originally designed for the harpsichord. The arrangement by Wilhelm Kempff - including in particular the addition of octaves and arpeggio chords, as well as an enrichment of the harmony - is aimed at highlighting the tones of the piano.You can find his own performance included in the Tomplay interactive sheet music of the Suite No. 1 in B flat major, HWV 434 - IV. Entre sus obras ms conocidas se
encuentran La fille aux Cheveux de Lin, Arabesque No. 1, Rverie y el famoso Clair de Lune, de la Suite Bergamasque.Esta Suite es a menudo considerada la mejor composicin para piano hecha en su juventud.
