Find pictures of models in a magazine who look similar, including similar hair and clothing, but who differ in terms of weight. Have participants look at
the two models and then ask them to identify which one they think is smarter, wealthier, kinder, and healthier. Assess how each model was rated and how weight bias may have influenced how they were described by participants. Does music have an effect on how hard people work out? Have people listen to different styles of music while jogging on a
treadmill and measure their walking speed, heart rate, and workout length. How does the Halo Effect influence how people see others? Show participants pictures of people and ask them to rate the photos in terms of how attractive, kind, intelligent, helpful, and successful the people in the images are.
