Step	3:	Root	the	phone	for	complete	scan	The	program	will	try	to	scan
the	device	and	search	for	deleted	SMS	texts.	If	it	fails	to	find,	you	can	click	the	Rooting	Tools	button	to	root	your	device	for	a	deeper	and	thorough	scan	on	the	device's	file	system. After	preview,	you	can	highlight	the	message(s)	that	you	want	to	get	back	and	click	Recover	button.	You	will	now	be	asked	where	to	save	the	file	with	a	pop-up	dialog.
